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10-Digit Dialing Now Required for phone calls
in Hawaii. Use 808 prefix for all local calls.
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When arriving at or departing from
Daniel K. Inouye International
Airport (HNL), you’ll sense this

isn’t your typical transportation hub. The
“aloha spirit” welcomes with tradewinds,
tropical flower scents and landscaping that
enlivens open-air walkways. At press time,
there are no longer any COVID-19 related
entry requirements for domestic travelers.
Travelers arriving in Hawaii directly from
an international airport must still comply

with U.S. federal requirements. For updates
on international travel, you may visit
wwwnc.cdc.gov/travel. 

BIG NEWS
The Federal Aviation Administration

(FAA) is awarding $22 million to the
Hawaii Department of Transportation
(HDOT) for improvements at HNL to be
used for concrete spalling repairs to the
Terminal 2 roadway for the Wiki Wiki shut-
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tle, expansion of passenger sidewalks, and
improvements to lighting and electrical sys-
tems at the Diamond Head Concourse.

Complimentary Wiki Wiki Shuttles run
between 0600 to 2200, carrying people and
baggage between various HNL terminals.
For terminal maps, visit

Interisland Terminal is now Terminal 1
(Gates A & B) and the former Overseas

Terminal is now Terminal 2 (Gates C, D, E,
F & G). Former Commuter Terminal is
Terminal 3 (Mokulele Airlines) located at
the Diamond Head side of the airport at
3073 Aolele St. HNL’s $340 million Mauka
Concourse Extension project is a modern-
ized 270,000 sq. ft. upgrade to Terminal 1
that provides additional TSA checkpoints,
gates and public amenities such as conces-
sions, retail space, restrooms and informa-
tion kiosks.
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A new four-lane TSA checkpoint has
opened on the “mountain” end of Terminal
1, joining a 10-lane TSA checkpoint at the
“ocean” end of the terminal. Hawaiian
Airlines spent nearly $14 million on build-
ing the checkpoint and new bathrooms soon
to be constructed nearby. 

DEPARTURES
To be eligible for TSA PreCheck, U.S.

Armed Forces members must include the
DoD ID number from the back of your
Common Access Card into the “Known
Traveler” field when booking flights or
updating Defense Travel System profile. If
you have a TSA PreCheck indicator on your
boarding pass, family members 12 and
younger may also participate in the expedit-
ed screening. A new four-lane checkpoint
will be located at the makai end of Terminal
1. Visit Airports.hawaii.gov/hnl/flights/tsa-
checkpoint-hours for an airport map show-
ing TSA Checkpoints plus hours of opera-
tion.

WHILE YOU WAIT
Between flights, customers have access

to unlimited fast, free Wi-Fi sponsored by
advertisers or can opt for even faster speeds
by purchasing a Boingo subscription at sup-
port.boingo.com/s. Or enjoy the outdoor
Hawaiian, Chinese and Japanese gardens
symbolizing the intermingling of these cul-
tures.

You’ll also find The State Foundation on
Culture and the Arts’ commissioned pieces

ranging from freestanding sculptures to a
Statehood mosaic, murals, PATA Gallery of
Legends, and a model of the PN-9 Navy air-
craft flown by John Rodgers and his crew
on the first Trans-Pacific flight in 1925.

(HDOA) has strict laws on plants and pets.
The Animal Quarantine’s Animal Import
System (AIS) had deployed web-based por-
tals that include the Hawaii’s Pet Owner
Portal (HIPOP). This allows pet owners to
fill out and print applications online, print
forms and monitor application status. Visit
hdoa.hawaii.gov/ai/aqs/aqs-info.

As
with any relocation, one of your top priori-
ties is to find a place to live. Unfortunately,
affordable housing in Hawaii is often diffi-

cult to locate. Base housing typically has
long wait lists, and rentals often disappear
the day they are advertised.

So what are your options? Well aware of
the problem, the U.S. Military has devised a
system of referrals and funding to help you
conquer this issue.

TEMPORARY LODGING
Temporary Lodging Allowance (TLA) is

designed to help you financially while
searching for a residence. It’s a partial reim-
bursement of your expenses for lodging and
meals for up to 60 days. If your branch is
Navy or Air Force, you must first call Navy
Lodge at (808) 440-2290 or you may not be
reimbursed.

Navy Lodge is the official government lodging
when on PCS Orders in Hawaii

ARRIVAL









You are authorized TLA if you are:
• Active duty reporting without family and

cannot be lodged in the BEQ/BOQ
• Active duty reporting with family

You must apply for TLA at the Housing
Office of your permanent duty station with-
in 72 hours of arriving on Oahu. TLA is nor-
mally authorized for the first 10 days. After
that, it can be renewed in 10-day increments
for up to 60 days with proof that you’re
seeking housing.

Your TLA amount depends on family
composition and lodging type (with or with-
out kitchen). To determine daily meals, inci-
dental expenses (M&IE) and lodging ceil-
ing, visit GSA.gov/travel/plan-book/per-
diem-rates/per-diem-rates-lookup.

If you mention that you are on TLA, most
hotels will accept payment in 10-day incre-
ments. However, remember that TLA is
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reimbursable. You may need to pay the first
10 days out of your own pocket. It’s recom-
mended that you be prepared to use either a
government credit card or your personal
credit card to cover hotel expenses.

For reimbursement, you’ll need to pre-
sent the hotel bill to your TLA office. 

When necessary, TLA may also be
approved prior to your departure from
Hawaii if you were living on base.

OFF-BASE HOUSING 
Considering off-base housing? Rent and

utility expenses will vary depending on

your living standards, preferred location,
and number of dependents. You might
encounter residences exceeding your
monthly BAH, but there are also pleasant,
albeit smaller, apartments available for hun-
dreds less than your BAH. It's crucial to
ensure your lease is military-friendly,
including a clause that safeguards you from
consequences if you're required to break it
due to PCS orders. Hawaii's housing costs
may initially cause sticker shock compared
to other places in the U.S. However, active-
duty military members stationed here
receive a significant Basic Allowance for
Housing (BAH), often sufficient to cover
rent or mortgage payments. BAH amounts
vary by rank and dependents, and service
members typically receive a Cost of Living
Adjustment (COLA). Opting for off-base
living offers a different perspective on
Hawaii life while retaining the perks of base
access.

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RENTING A HOME
Many military members decide to rent

off base instead of – or before – committing
to buying a home in Hawaii. The housing
market in the Hawaiian Islands is limited;
thus, there often is much more demand than
supply for rental properties. The few fol-
lowing tips can assist in securing a great
rental.

Arrive in Hawaii first. Many landlords
will not rent via a video conference and
want to meet the tenant in person. Tip: a
local number can help you to be a stronger
candidate. A hotel or on base temporary
housing is often a typical place to stay if
you can’t secure a rental place off base
before arrival. Check rental websites early
and frequently. Craigslist, Facebook, and
Zillow are some great places to look for
Hawaii rentals. New properties are listed all
the time – and often rented very quickly –
so if you see something of interest, don’t
wait.
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Beware of scams. If something seems too
good to be true, it often is. Looking at com-
parable listings for a one-bedroom, for
example, will give you an idea of the price
you will need to pay. Also, be sure to meet
the property manager in person before send-
ing any money or signing the written lease.

Use a social network. On base resources as
well as any family, friends, or co-workers
can help to secure a rental property in the
highly competitive housing market.

Realize Hawaii rentals are not always
like other places. Some rentals can be found

Island Palms Community is just one on-base housing option available for families
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in typical condominium buildings while
others are a part of a house in a residential
neighborhood (like an Accessory Dwelling
Unit ADU or ohana housing). Also, build-
ing practices in Hawaii have differed
through the years and, with the harsh salt-
water air, many homes are not finished as
nicely as some other places in the world.
Pets are often a challenge. In Hawaii, rental
options often say, “no cat or dogs,” but it is
still possible to find a place with an addi-
tional pet deposit and effort.

Decide on a rental fast – but read the
lease carefully. When you find a rental that
will fit your situation – hitting all your
“musts” – then be ready to quickly fill out
an application, sign the lease, and put down
a deposit (typically one month’s rent). In
Hawaii, lease options include month-to-
month or long-term leases (more than six
months). For month-to-month leases, a ten-
ant needs to notify their landlord when they
will leave 28 months ahead of time. For this
reason, most rentals can be found in Hawaii
only one month in advance. Leases also
include information about repairs, return of
the safety deposit, and more. Another tip is
to take a video when you move into the
rental property, so you can return it to its
original condition upon moving out.

If you decide to rent off-base, you will
likely pay out-of-pocket for utilities – usu-
ally between $300-500 monthly. The most
common utilities already included in your
rent are garbage and sewer. You may have
to pay out-of-pocket for plumbing, electri-
cal, and other maintenance. Unless the
property is part of a designated community
or association, you may be required to care
for your lawn. Only a small percentage of
Hawaii rentals allow pets. There may not be
an onsite property management or mainte-
nance staff.

BUYING A HOME
Hawaii is infamous for expensive real

estate, requiring deep thought and financial
resources for purchasing a home. Aside
from high real estate prices, downsides
include home maintenance expenses, orders
sending you elsewhere, fluctuating real
estate values, being forced to rent your
house out when you are deployed, and hir-
ing someone to manage it. However, buying
a house off base is another housing option
in Hawaii. Historically, Hawaii homes have
always appreciated 3 to 15 percent per year.
The Veterans Administration (VA) loan and
the ability to use BAH towards the monthly
mortgage payment are two other financial
aspects that might make buying a home in
Hawaii make sense during a military
assignment.

VA Loans are an attractive financial
option, as no down payment, no Private
Mortgage Insurance (PMI), and no perfect
credit scores are needed. VA Loans also typ-

ically have competitive interest rates. In
Hawaii, VA Loans can be used to purchase
existing single-family homes (in livable
condition), newly-constructed homes, a
condominium in a VA-approved project, a
multi-family home (up to 4 units), or a land
lot. The Specially Adapted Housing (SAH)
Grant offers an additional home financing
option to military members and veterans
with certain disabilities and for certain
home buying circumstances.

A professional, reliable home buying
team is important when securing the right
home for you and your dependents, if
applicable. A Hawaii-licensed real estate
salesperson or broker, a mortgage broker, a
lender, an accountant, a termite inspector, a
home inspector, insurance agents, an
escrow agent – and your loved ones – are all
some of the people involved in the Hawaii
home buying process. Choosing a Hawaii
home should consider must-haves, such as
size and storage and location (like schools,
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work commutes, and views). Dream items
like bathroom sizes, entertaining spaces,
and high-end finishes might be more diffi-
cult to find in Hawaii, depending on budget.
The home’s structure is very important,
such as insect damage, construction quality,
wet spots, and the foundation.

Make a competitive offer with a purchase
contract. Realizing the housing market in
Hawaii is often fierce, a competitive offer
must be made – which can be determined by
working with qualified professionals. A pur-
chase contract is used to seal the deal for a
home in Hawaii. This signed document will
include information on representation, the
earnest money deposit, the offer price, the
property description, closing details, title
issues, financing, inspections, land surveys,
and more.

Closing for a Hawaii home typically
takes 45 days, but it’s possible to close
faster or slower depending on the purchase
contract terms. Closing in Hawaii is a
unique process that involves escrow. During
closing, homebuyers can expect loan
financing, property disclosures, title
reports, title insurance, a home inspection,
condo documents (if applicable), a land sur-
vey, a termite inspection, a final walk-
through, and signing a lot of loan paper-
work and escrow documents. The buyer and
the seller pay for different items during
closing. And, at the end of a sometimes-
arduous off base housing hunt, the keys and
a piece of paradise can be in your posses-
sion!

MY RELOCATION
The DOD relocates more families than

any other U.S. organization–a process that’s
often overwhelming for service people and
dependents. For 24/7/365 service regarding

WHAT ABOUT MY FURNITURE?
While waiting for your personal house-

hold items to arrive, contact your Base
Housing Office for details on Loan Closets
and Furniture Management Offices. Both
feature such basic items as dishes, flatware,
small kitchen appliances, kitchenware,
cookware and baby items. All you’ll need
is your valid military ID card and copy of
your travel orders. 

To buy and sell “gently used” and new
household items, check out the Schofield
Thrift Shop (2107 Ulrich Way; 808-624-
3254), Fort Shafter Thrift Shop (342 Pierce
St.; 808-842-1074) and Hickam Thrift Shop
(540 Kuntz Ave.; 808-449-6603).

Joint Personal Property Shipping Office
(JPPSO-HI) handles household goods ship-
ments for all services. For information, call
(808) 473-7750. Shipments may take up to
two months to arrive. Entry point into the
system is My.Move.Mil.

My.Move.Mil is a new system from
USTRANSCOM (U.S. Transportation
Command) to support the relocation of fam-
ilies during PCS. USTRANSCOM is the
single manager of the Defense Personal
Property Program (DP3) overseeing the
DOD’s household goods and privately
owned vehicle shipment programs. 

The upgrade to My.Move.Mil will make
critical relocation procedural tips more user
friendly, understandable and accessible.
DP3 can assist with planning ahead by vis-
iting your TMO or registering for a DPS
account at My.Move.Mil prior to receiving
your permanent change of station orders.
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Your assignment in Hawaii can be a won-
derful and enriching experience in the

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Four-legged friends are more than sim-
ply pets. They’re a part of your fami-
ly! Whether you plan on moving your

pet to Hawaii or acquiring one after you
arrive, these tips make pet ownership in par-
adise a wonderful experience.

MOVING YOUR PET TO HAWAII
Hawaii is rabies-free. Therefore, the state

has set very strict quarantine regulations.
The Animal Quarantine’s Animal Import
System (AIS) had deployed web-based por-
tals that include the Hawaii’s Pet Owner
Portal (HIPOP). This allows pet owners to
fill out and print online applications, print
forms and monitor application status. Visit
hdoa.hawaii.gov/ai/aqs/aqs-info or call 808-
483-7151 for details and updates. 

As the primary port of entry in the
Hawaiian Islands, all animals must arrive in
Honolulu for inspection and quarantine.
Honolulu’s Daniel K. Inouye International
Airport (HNL) inspection hours for dogs
and cats are from 0800-1700 daily, includ-
ing weekends and holidays. Pets arriving
after 1630 are held overnight until inspec-
tions are completed the following morning.
When pets qualify for direct airport release,
you must pick them up by 1000 the follow-
ing day to avoid extra fees.

Dogs and cats arriving in Honolulu will
be taken from the aircraft by airline person-
nel and delivered to the Airport Animal
Quarantine Holding Facility. Pets are taken

out of their carriers and placed into indoor
kennels and provided with fresh water.
Food may be provided at owner’s request.

At the AAQHF, your pet will be inspect-
ed, including checking for ticks and other
parasites. If all paperwork was received on
time and is in order, and there is no discov-
ery of ticks, parasites or signs of disease,
your pet should be eligible for Direct
Airport Release.

Direct Airport Release: Owners are able
to pick up their pet(s) from AAQHF imme-
diately after inspection is complete (approx-
imately one-two hours after arrival). Please
note that delays have been common during
the past few years. AAQHF is located
between Terminals 1 and 2, roughly 120
yards from baggage handling.

Just ensure that you have transportation
for your pet–especially large dogs–as your
pet must stay securely in its container until

you leave airport property. For frequently
asked questions (FAQ), please visit
hdoa.hawaii.gov/ai/aqs/faq-for-animal-
quarantine.

Another option is Island Pet Movers
(IslandPetMovers.com; 808-783-8419) that
relocates pets to and from Hawaii, and the
U.S. Mainland and Neighbor Islands.
Check the Pet Services tab for military-spe-
cific details and updates. This veteran-
owned company processes all required doc-
uments in person and assures same-day
release of your pet to you at the airport. Ask
about your military discount.

Since there is typically a waiting list for
on-base housing, it could take days or
weeks to find an off-base rental allowing
pets. Few hotels allow pets. So you may
have to kennel yours until your home is
ready. The MWR has a large outdoor board-
ing facility in Halawa Valley near Pearl City
that contains 196 covered dog kennels, 19
cat kennels, grassy lawns, and large exer-
cise and play areas.



Click on the Home Life tab and then the
Family & MWR Pet Kennels link at
Hawaii.ArmyMWR.com. Or call (808)
368-3456. If the facility is full or inconve-
nient for you, contact Affordable Pet
Boarding at (808) 668-2622. Also Google
search “Oahu Pet Boarding” for options.

PET FRIENDLY ACCOMMODATIONS
Within a half-mile of HNL on Nimitz

Highway, Airport Honolulu Hotel and Best
Western The Plaza Hotel provide pet-friend-
ly guest rooms. These TLA-approved hotels
offer free parking, Internet access, and shut-
tle service to and from the airport. Late
check out is also available for those with
late-day/night flight departures from
Honolulu. Military families can also count

on other complimentary conveniences to
roll out that may include meal vouchers or
complimentary breakfasts at restaurants.
You may also switch from one property to
the   other on longer TLA-approved stays.
Call Les Nishimura at (808) 372-0587 for
details.

Other Oahu TLA-approved accommoda-
tions welcoming pets include Paradise Bay
Resort (808) 239-5711, Harbor Shores
Apartment Hotel (808) 488-5742 and the

PET FRIENDLY RESTAURANTS
Want to dine out with your canine that

isn’t certified as a service animal? Yelp.com
and BringFido.com provide lists of
Honolulu restaurants that are dog friendly
or known to offer an outdoor area where
four-legged friends are allowed. Note that a
new law  imposes fines for passing off a pet
dog as a service animal. 

UPDATING YOUR PET’S I.D.
The Oahu Society for the Prevention of

Cruelty to Animals (OSPCA) and the
Hawaiian Humane Society (HHS) are top
resources for essential information about
domestic pets in the Hawaiian Islands.
Websites display photos of pooches and kit-
ties just waiting for a new forever home.
First and foremost, you’ll need to update
your pet’s I.D. If your pet is already
microchipped, HHS will refresh your con-
tact details in the Hawaii database. If not, the
HHS $20 microchip fee also covers database
registration. OSPCA also offers microchip-
ping at Petco events. A schedule is posted on
the website’s home page. All dogs three
months and older must wear a county-issued
license tag available from HHS or any
Satellite City Hall. For more details, visit
the HHS website at
hawaiianhumane.org/pet-identification. 

Note that the new HHS West Oahu facil-
ity has opened at Kosasa Family Campus at
Hoopili, 91-1945 Fort Weaver Rd. in Ewa
Beach. Call (808) 356-2200. For hours of
operation and to schedule an appointment

past. Tripler’s Human Animal Bond
Program (808-433-6631) provides a similar
service. In conjunction with the American
Red Cross, the latter’s Animal Visitation
program allows volunteers to bring pets into
clinics, wards and waiting areas for casual
visits. Both animals and handlers are
screened before being provided with special
training.

Or consider fostering an animal after vis-
iting and learning more at HHS’s Pets for
Patriots (PetsForPatriots.org) or Dogs on
Deployment (DogsOnDeployment.org).
Whether you want to help a fellow service
person being deployed or need to find a car-
ing home for your pet while you’re away,
these two organizations allow you to extend
your sense of patriotism.

Services provided on an appointment
basis include vaccinations, internal/external
parasite control, oral hygiene, microchip-
ping, and health certificates for dogs and
cats of authorized active duty, retired mili-
tary personnel and their respective depen-
dents. Fees are generally much lower than
those charged at civilian veterinarian
offices. Since these clinics aren’t complete-
ly “full service” and have no emergency
option, it’s best to have a civilian vet as a
backup. Again, appointments are required.
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HHS EASE
The Hawaiian Humane Society

(HHS) now takes appointments for its
Community Spay/Neuter Center.
Sterilization services are available for
pet dogs and cats, and for free-roam-
ing cats. Call (808) 356-2255 or visit
hawaiianhumane.org/spay-neuter for
more information.

ACQUIRING A PET IN HAWAII
Pets in Hawaii are plentiful and easily

found. Be sure to do your research before
choosing one to see if it will fit your lifestyle
and is allowed in your housing. Among the
canine breeds banned for those living on
base are Pit Bulls, Rottweilers, Doberman
Pinschers and Wolf hybrids. If you own
these breeds or have more than two dogs,
consider off-base housing. Many base hous-
ing services offer dog parks. Check with
your office for details.

VOLUNTEERING
Both OSPCA and HHS provide outreach

programs on bases and in the community
where you can adopt a pet, sign up to volun-
teer, and foster canines and felines. Other
opportunities include Hawaii Fi-Do Service
Dogs (info@HawaiiFido.org), a service
dog organization for those with disabilities
other than blindness. Raising a Service Dog
puppy can be an intensely fulfilling experi-
ence allowing all family members to work
toward a common goal. It does require a
commitment of approximately one year to
go through the process of developing the
puppy’s temperament and personality.
While it isn’t necessary to have previous
dog training experience, it’s recommended
for those who have a dog or had one in the

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TRANSPORTATION

One of the best things about driving
in Hawaii is the beautiful scenery.
However, the rules of the road are

likely different than those in your previous
state or country of residence. A Hawaii state
law requires that all car passengers–includ-
ing those in the back seat–wear a seat belt at
all times. Another law bans all use of hand-
held electronic devices while driving,
although drivers 18 and older may use
hands-free devices. Visit Honolulu.gov/dts
or Hidot.hawaii.gov for more details. 

RENTAL CARS 
When you move to Oahu, you will most

likely need to rent a vehicle until you either
purchase a car or your vehicle arrives on the
island. To save money, make a reservation
in advance. Otherwise, you may be stuck
with a high-end vehicle exceeding your
budget and needs. While you can’t deny the
ease of renting a car at Daniel K. Inouye
Honolulu International Airport (HNL), be
sure to consider other non-airport options. 

With military specials, long-term rental
availability and some 20 locations on Oahu,
Budget (Budget.com) and Enterprise
(Enterprise.com) are excellent options for
military members needing a temporary
vehicle. Visit websites to filter by Hawaii
reservations and details. 

PICKING UP YOUR CAR
International Auto Logistics (IAL) is the

contractor for the Global Privately Owned
Vehicles Contract (GPC) III. Visit
PCSmyPOV.com to check shipping arrival

status of your privately owned vehicle
(POV). Under the website’s Locations tab,
select Honolulu to find required documents.
To stay current, contact IAL Customer
Service at (808) 670-3095 or (855) 389-
9499. Then visit 242 Forrest Avenue, Pier 1,
Honolulu 96813. 

VEHICLE REGISTRATION 
Within 30 days of your privately owned

vehicle’s (POV) arrival on the island, you
must register with the Hawaii Department
of Motor Vehicles at any Satellite City Hall.
Visit www8.honolulu.gov/csd/satellite-city-
hall for Satellite City Hall locations, hours
of operation and licensing services offered
at each. With proper access, you may also
schedule an appointment online for registra-
tion at the Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam
Satellite City Hall. Located at 1705
O’Malley Blvd., Bldg. 192H, Pearl Harbor,
HI 96853, the facility requires base access
and online appointment registration. Call
(808) 448-0312. 

If living on post, you must also register at
your base’s Pass and Registration office
immediately after arriving.

To obtain Hawaii license plates, present
registration, title (if held), Vehicle
Identification Number (VIN) and additional
documents. Since the VIN may need to be
verified, trace it onto a piece of paper using
a form from any Satellite City Hall or
downloaded from the website. 

To complete vehicle registration, present
proof of ownership, shipping documents,
safety inspection proof and Non-Resident
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Hawaii residents on active duty, and
members of the National Guard and
Reserve assigned to units located in Hawaii
may be exempt from the hefty motor vehi-
cle weight taxes for one vehicle registered
in your name. To be eligible, you must be a
registered owner or co-owner. If not, you
must have at least co-ownership with a sep-
arate Bill of Sale or Title transfer. Submit a
completed Hawaii Resident Certificate
form (CS-L-MVR-50A) to the DMV.

REGISTRATION RENEWAL
There are four ways to renew a Hawaii

Motor Vehicle Registration:
• Hawaii DMV Now Kiosk
Hawaii DMV Now Kiosks are located

inside certain Safeway and Foodland stores
to quickly and securely renew your vehicle
registration. The kiosk will print out your
new registration card and license plate
emblem immediately after you pay for your
renewal. Visit HawaiiDMVNowKiosk.com
for locations, guidelines and payment
options.

Certificate form (CS-L-MVR-50) signed by
your commanding officer. 

Any car purchased in Hawaii that is
being shipped out of state must be cleared
for travel through a written release by the
financial institution holding the lien. 

An application form (DF-L-MVR-1)
must be submitted to the DMV if: 

• Your vehicle was purchased outside of
Hawaii and not registered prior to arrival

• Your vehicle was previously registered
in another person’s name 

• You are switching from out-of-state to
Hawaii license plates 

To retain current out-of-state license
plates, registration and title, you will need
your current registration, shipping receipt,
Hawaii state vehicle safety inspection infor-
mation and Hawaii no-fault insurance card.
You are also required to complete a special
form (DF-L-27) available at your base’s
Pass and Registration Office.

SAFETY INSPECTIONS
The State of Hawaii requires that all

vehicles receive a safety inspection before
being registered. For inspection, bring your
vehicle’s current registration and proof of
insurance to an inspection site.  The DOT’s
electronic safety inspection program pro-
vides immediate recordation and proof of a
vehicle’s current inspection results. Stations
input the completed safety check informa-
tion directly into the DOT system for imme-
diate recordation and proof of a vehicle’s
current inspection results. In order to pre-
vent sticker theft, vehicle information is
included on safety inspection stickers. For
updates on Safety Inspections, you may vis-

DRIVER’S LICENSES
As with other states, driver’s license rules

and regulations in Hawaii can be a bit
detailed. A great resource for FAQs, etc. is
www8.honolulu.gov/csd/drivers-license-
procedures. To follow are a few highlights.

Note that HDOT’s Motor Vehicle Safety
Office has been relocated to 98-339

Military members and dependents may
continue to use an out-of-state driver’s
license until it expires. If your home state
authorizes military extensions, you may
continue to drive in Hawaii even after expi-
ration if you have an active military ID.

Note that since not all states allow this, it’s
best to check with the DMV for detailed
info about how the rules apply to you. With
a valid out of state license, you are not
required to possess a Hawaii driver’s
license even if your car is registered in
Hawaii and has Hawaii plates. To obtain a
Hawaii license, you must apply to take the
written test before your current license
expires. Otherwise, you will be required to
take the road test as well. Schedule or
reschedule a driver’s license road test for
one of Oahu’s driver’s licensing offices
online at
www12.honolulu.gov/csdarts/default.aspx.
Be sure to view the Road Test video for
helpful tips.

Last summer, the city’s Driver Licensing
Branch launched an express service for
behind-the-wheel testing to obtain a Hawaii
driver’s license at the city’s Motor Vehicle
Control Branch located at 1112 Kapahulu
Ave. 

The new Express Office allows appli-
cants to book an appointment a week in
advance at HonoluluRoadTest.org. The ser-
vice is available from 0830 to 1430 Monday
through Friday. Wait times to book an
appointment at other road test sites across
Oahu are typically four-to-eight weeks. 

Note, however, that applicants passing
the road test at Kapahulu Express must
drive roughly two miles to the Sheridan
Road Test Office at 833 Piikoi St. for pro-
cessing paperwork to obtain their Hawaii
driver’s license. At press time, the Sheridan
Road Test Office continues to operate as a
full-service location.

Even if an out-of-state licesne is held,
individuals ages 15-17 are subject to
Hawaii’s three-stage Graduated Drivers
License Program (GCL). Stages include
Learners Permit, Provisional License and
Full License. Check the website listed
above for details.  
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need to purchase an auto insurance policy
provided by a Hawaii carrier. Minimum
mandatory auto insurance coverage
includes the following: Bodily Injury
Liability ($20,000/person, $40,000/acci-
dent), Property Damage Liability ($10,000
per accident) and Personal Injury Protection
($10,000 per accident). You are required to
carry proof of your insurance in your vehi-
cle at all times. If you are pulled over, you
could face a hefty fine of up to $1,000,
imprisonment and/or suspension of your
driver’s license. Obtaining economical
insurance coverage can be difficult, espe-
cially if you are under 25 years of age. If
possible, switch to an insurance company
operating in Hawaii upon your arrival.
BICYCLES, MOPEDS & MOTORCYCLES

Owners of a bicycle with 20-inch or larg-
er tires must obtain a permanent registration
at a Satellite City Hall or the Main Bicycle
Registration Station (1112 Kapahulu Ave.)
at a cost of $15 per bike, plus $5 to transfer
registration. Bring the serial number and
bill of sale. All taxes collected from regis-
tration fees are deposited into a special fund
earmarked for bicycle-related projects and
programs. For document requirements,
bicycle regulations and safety tips, visit
www8.honolulu.gov/csd/bicycle-registra-
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When visiting the DMV for your
appointment, present your social security
card, current out-of-state license and birth
certificate. Minors must have both parents’
signatures to apply. After completing an
application, you will be given a written test
and vision test. Vision must be 20/40 cor-
rected. To prepare for the written test,
download the Official Hawaii Driver’s
Manual from Hidot.Hawaii.gov. 

The manual includes information on dri-
ver’s license permits, vehicle registration,
written test questions and answers, plus
other general driving information. Once you
pass these tests, your license will be
processed and you will be given a tempo-
rary license or permit. 

If you are on active federal service and
your Hawaii driver’s license expired while
you are deployed overseas, the license will
remain valid for 90 days after your return to
the United States. 

AUTO INSURANCE
Drivers can not operate motor vehicles

on Hawaii roads without Hawaii no-fault
insurance. First, confirm if your current car-
rier does business in Hawaii. If so, inform
the company of your move and update your
insurance coverage. Otherwise, you will
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tion.  Military bases require all bike riders
to wear helmets. Otherwise, all riders under
16 must wear helmets.  

A state law requires that registered own-
ers have their moped (49cc and larger) reg-
istered and safety inspected annually. To do
so, owners must make an appointment at a
Satellite City Hall. At a minimum, a valid
CLASS 1 driver’s license or permit is
required to legally operate a moped.

Bill 53 now requires all Oahu mopeds to
have mufflers or face misdemeanor charges
that could result in up to a year in jail and/or
a fine of up to $2,000.

You’ll also need insurance. Without it,
you won’t be able to have your two-
wheeled vehicle inspected. And you can’t
register it without an inspection certificate.
Most major insurance companies with
offices in Hawaii will provide coverage. 

If you complete a Motorcycle Safety
Program, you may score a discount on your
insurance rates. The Motorcycle Safety
Foundation (MSF Basic Rider Course)
Hawaii edition is approved for use by the
Hawaii Department of Transportation
(HDOT) for Motorcycle Rider Education.
Upon successful completion of the BRC
course, qualified students who hold a State
of Hawaii Class 2 Permit will be issued a
licensing waiver. Visit
Leeward.hawaii.edu/msfbasic. 

All motorcycle riders and passengers
must wear proper safety gear including long
sleeves and pants, hard sole shoes, shatter
resistant eye protection, full-fingered

leather or a similar material gloves, DOT-
approved helmet, and safety vest with front
and back retro-reflective strips.
Motorcycles and mopeds must have rear
view mirrors mounted to each side of the
vehicle, and have lights on at all times when
operating. 

When entering a government or military
installation or facility, mopeds (49cc and
larger) are treated as motorcycles.  Unless
signage notes otherwise, mopeds should be
driven in bicycle lanes at a maximum speed
of 35 miles per hour. Mopeds are not
allowed on freeways or interstate highways. 

THEBUS
TheBus (TheBus.org) operates service on

106 routes, including three express routes
and two limited stop routes. Fares can be
paid using a HOLO Smart Card
(HoloCard.net; 808-768-4656) or cash.
Effective August 2023, TheBus is free to all
public high school students.  For schedule
adjustments, check the website’s Routes &
Timetable page or call (808) 848-5555 and
press 2 for further details on recent updates.

Fares are $3.00 for adults, $1.50 for
youth 6 to 17, and free for children under
five if accompanied by a pre-paying passen-
ger and not occupying a seat. Monthly pass-
es are available at TheBus Pass Office (cor-
ner of Middle Street and Kamehameha
Highway), 7-Eleven, Foodland, Times
Supermarkets or any Satellite City Hall. Or
sign up for the Holo Card (HoloCard.net;
808-768-4656) that lets you tap a preloaded
card for transit on TheBus, the Handi-Van
and at future rail stations.

PUBLIC SCHOOLS
Enrollment at Hawaii’s public and char-

ter schools for the 2023-24 SY decreased to
167,649, remaining relatively steady with a
0.6 percent decrease from 2022-23 SY
enrollment. Roughly 11 percent of students
are military connected.

The figures include students enrolled in
school, complex area or state distance learn-
ing programs. Meanwhile, the state's 37
charter schools contribute 7.4 percent to
public school student enrollment total for
2023-24 SY, accounting for a total of
12,427 students. 

In mid-2022, the Board of Education
launched its strategic planning process for
public schools. In February 2023, the Board
unanimously approved the first phase of the
State of Hawaii Public Education 2023-
2029 Strategic Plan. Phase I of the strategic
plan includes a new mission, vision, core
values, priorities, goals and the desired out-
comes for the state's K-12 public education
system. Phase II consists of the implemen-
tation plan, which includes the strategies
and metrics that the Department will use to
reach the goals.

All public schools are administered by
the State of Hawaii. The statewide system is
divided into seven districts, with each dis-
trict subdivided into complex areas. Each
complex area is a regional grouping of 2-4
complexes that include high schools, plus
the middle and elementary schools feeding
into them. Schools follow national guide-
lines administered by the DOE.

The State of Hawaii has no DoD schools.
All children ages 5-18 must attend school
unless approved for homeschooling. Enter
“Homeschooling” in the “Search Entire
Site” bar for details.

Middle and high schools are required to
provide 990 hours of instruction annually,
or an average of 5.5 hours per school day. 

Hawaii’s education laws require that chil-
dren turning five years old on or before July
31 enter kindergarten in the upcoming SY.
For example, children who turned five on or
before July 31, 2023 were required to enroll
for the 2023-24 SY.

The law does not make the July 31 cut off
mandatory for private schools since they
typically set their own age requirements.
More than 97 percent of Hawaii's five-year-
olds already attend kindergarten voluntarily.

REGISTRATION & REQUIREMENTS
Your child’s school depends on where

you live. That same DOE website section
features an “Enrolling In School” tab with

If living in temporary quarters, register
your child in a permanent district by
requesting a “District Exception” stating a
need for continuity in the child’s education.
If not seeking an exception, you must regis-
ter your child in the school closest to your
temporary quarters.

The Hawaii School Attendance Law stip-
ulates that all students meet certain health
requirements before attending any school
(public or private) in the state for the first
time. These requirements include:
• Birth certificate or proof of age
• Proof of current address
• Document from last school attended
• Physical examination completed within

one year of school entry
• Up-to-date immunization record
• TB clearance (written proof of a negative

skin test, Mantoux/PPD or chest x-ray
performed within the U.S. during the
last year)

REQUIRED IMMUNIZATION

Prior to kindergarten, students must show
proof of DTaP or DIP, Polio, MMR
(measles, mumps, rubella), Hepatitis B and
Varicella (chickenpox) vaccines. Additional
immunizations are now required for stu-
dents entering childcare/preschool, 7th
grade, and post-secondary schools, and all
students entering school in Hawaii for the
first time, regardless of age. Coinciding
with national recommendations, updated
requirements reflect what occurs in health-
care provider offices and clinics in Hawaii
as standard medical practice.

Hawaii state law requires all public
school students complete a physical exam–
also called a “Well-Child Visit”–within 12

Colmery Veterans Educational Assistance
Act – or Forever GI Bill
(Benefits.va.gov/GIBILL/ForeverGIBill.asp)
brings significant changes to Veterans’ edu-
cation benefits.

BENEFITS UPDATE
The Edith Nourse Rogers Science

Technology Engineering Math (STEM)
Scholarship allows eligible Veterans using
the Post-9/11 GI Bill or dependents using
the Fry Scholarship to get added benefits.
This scholarship provides up to nine months
(or $30,000) of benefits for training in high-
demand fields. You may be eligible if
you’re enrolled in an undergraduate STEM
degree program or if you have a STEM
degree and are working toward a teaching
certification.

Exception: If you’re the
child of a service member who died in the
line of duty before August 1, 2011, you can
use both DEA and the Fry Scholarship with
up to 81 months of education and training.

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TELEHEALTH UPDATES
Tricare.mil is an official website of the

Defense Health Agency (DHA), a compo-
nent of the Military Health System.  

To improve virtual access to health care
reforms sparked by the COVID-19 pandem-
ic, TRICARE continues to support tele-
health policies. To follow are telehealth
updates. Also monitor updates at
Tricare.mil/About/Changes.

• Since July 1, 2022, TRICARE has per-
manently covered audio-only telemedicine
visits. This means everyone – including
those without access to live, two-way audio
and video technology – will continue to
have access to telehealth services. Contact
your TRICARE provider for more details.

• Cost-shares and co-payments have been
reinstated for TRICARE telehealth services. 

Telehealth costs are like in-person care
costs. Your costs depend on your beneficia-
ry category, health plan and appointment
type. Active duty service members
(ADSMs) do not pay out-of-pocket costs.
Active duty family members (ADFMS)
who have a TRICARE Prime plan do not

pay unless they use the Point-Of-Service
(POS) option. 

• To find a provider who offers telemedi-
cine services, use the Find A Doctor tool at
Tricare.mil/FindDoctor. To find a provider,
click All Provider Directories in the Find
Doctor column on the left. Keep in mind
that not all services are available through
telemedicine. So, it’s important to check
with your provider to see which options are
available to you.

• Referral or pre-authorization may apply
for your telemedicine visit. Reach out to
your TRICARE contractor to confirm at
Tricare.mil/Partners.

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IDENTIFICATION OPTIONS
• Common Access Card (CAC)–The standard identi-

fication for active duty uniformed service person-
nel, selected reserve, DoD civilian employees
and eligible contractor personnel. 

• DoD ID–Issued to uniformed service members,
dependents and other eligible individuals for
proof of identity and DoD affiliation. 

• Uniformed Services ID Card–Issued to military
retirees or military family members to access
military service benefits or privileges.

TRICARE REFORM
Each year, the National Defense

Authorization Act (NDAA) authorizes
funding levels and provides authorities for
the U.S. Military and other critical defense
priorities, ensuring our troops have the
training, equipment, and resources they
need to carry out their missions. 

The 62nd annual NDAA has supported a
total of $857.46 billion in fiscal year 2023
funding for national defense. The FY24
NDAA will continue that same strong
Congressional support of service members
and families.

MOAA’s work to preserve your service-
earned health care benefits received support
from several key provisions in the FY 2024
National Defense Authorization Act
(NDAA). Among these details from the new
law are:

•  Assessing the impact of TRICARE
Retail Pharmacy Network cuts on benefi-
ciaries–specifically the effects of the cuts on
compound medication access, long-term
care residents and patients with chronic
medical conditions
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• The Sergeant First Class Michael Clark
TRICARE Reserve Parity Act extends eligi-
bility for TRICARE Reserve Select (TRS)
from six months to three years for survivors
of deceased members of the reserve compo-
nents who were enrolled in TRS at the time
of their deaths

• Section 701 of the NDAA authorizes,
but does not require, DoD to waive cost-
sharing for the first three outpatient mental
health visits each year for Active Duty fam-
ily members and TRICARE Young Adult
program beneficiaries

• MOAA will continue its work on health
care issues not included in the FY 2024
defense authorization bill, including parity
for TRICARE Young Adults and an expand-
ed dental benefit for reserve component ser-
vicemembers; these efforts will coincide
with broader priorities such as access to
care, risks to TRICARE networks and pro-
tecting TRICARE For Life

REGIONAL CONTRACTOR UPDATE
Hawaii continues to fall in the 21 state

TRICARE West Region. In 2022, the
Defense Health Agency (DHA) awarded
TriWest Healthcare Alliance (TriWest.com)
a contract to administer the DoD’s next gen-
eration TRICARE program.

However, Health Net Federal Services
(HNFS.com) will continue to administer
TRICARE West Region beneficiaries
through the end of 2024. Rolling out in
2025 instead of 2024 as previously
announced, TriWest’s “next generation” T-5
should find beneficiaries experiencing no
disruptions to their TRICARE benefit dur-
ing the transition period. The DHA will
inform beneficiaries regarding any actions
for 2025.

TriWest held TRICARE contracts with
the DoD from 1996 through 2013. The
company’s prior experience and perfor-
mance places it in solid positioning for suc-
cessfully administering the next generation
of T-5 contracts. Planning time is scheduled
for one full year to ensure health care deliv-

ery is ready for all 9.6 million beneficiaries
on day one of the new contract. 

What does this mean for you? Again, the
DHA has targeted 2025 for the changes to
take place. Throughout 2024, Health Net
Federal Services (HNFS.com) continues to
serve as regional contractor and manage
your TRICARE health plan.

Also check the Defense Enrollment
Eligibility Reporting System (DEERS) to
confirm that all of your information is cur-
rent. This will help make sure you won’t
miss important communications regarding
your TRICARE benefit.

T-5 BENEFITS
Built into the new T-5 contract is an

ongoing commitment to improving access
to and quality of health care services. 
T-5 IS DESIGNED TO:

• Supplement existing Military Treatment
Facility resources with contracted networks
of U.S. health care providers to achieve an
“integrated health care delivery system” 

• Establish and maintain a robust
provider network in the community

• Allow TriWest Healthcare Alliance to
perform tasks under a variety of categories
including claims processing, management
of enrollment, health care finder and refer-
ral services, customer service, medical
management and clinical quality

• Improve the delivery, quality, and cost
of health care services for servicemembers,
retirees and their families 

The regional contractors will do this in a
variety of ways, including: 

• Supporting innovation and health care
industry best practices

• Creating efficient ways to reduce health
care costs

• Providing a foundation for future health
care demonstrations and pilots

• Improving how military hospitals and
clinics and civilian care can work together
to enhance patients’ health care experience

OTHER TRICARE ENHANCEMENTS
PHARMACY

• Since Oct. 24, 2022, some 15,000 inde-
pendent pharmacies departed the TRICARE
retail pharmacy network. More than 90 per-
cent of beneficiaries still have at least one
network pharmacy within 15 minutes of
their home. These include chain pharma-
cies, independent neighborhood pharma-
cies, grocery stores and wholesale ware-
house stores. Among those remaining are
pharmacies at Longs Drugs and Safeway.

• Since Feb. 15, 2023, the TRICARE
Pharmacy Program has covered the
Omnipod 5 insulin delivery device, includ-
ing the initial kit. Omnipod 5 can be pur-
chased through retail pharmacies only. The
device isn’t available through TRICARE
Pharmacy Home Delivery or military phar-
macies. Pre-authorization from your prima-
ry care manager is required. 

If you decide to kick the habit, TRICARE
covers products and services to help you
become tobacco-free. To learn more, find
details at Tricare.mil/Publications/Fact-
Sheets/tobacco_cessation. Also check the
Department of Defense You Can Quit 2 pro-
gram at ycq2.org that offers coaching,
online tools, and in-person support locators
to help you quit tobacco. You can also call
your local military hospital or clinic at
Tricare.mil/mtf to see if it offers tobacco
cessation programs.

SPECIALTY PRESCRIPTIONS
Effective March 1, 2024, those filling

specialty drugs through TRICARE Home
Delivery will begin to receive expanded
specialty pharmacy services from Accredo
Health Group (Accredo.com/dodspecialty)
as part of the Express Scripts, Inc (ESI)
contracted TRICARE network.

For new prescriptions with Accredo:
• Ask your doctor to send your prescrip-

tion electronically to Accredo. Once your
prescription is ready, a patient care advocate
will call you to set up your patient profile
and schedule delivery of your medication.

For current prescriptions:
• Log in to your Express Scripts account

at Express-Scripts.com/login/tricare to

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Also, you must always update this informa-
tion with any Qualifying Life Event (QLE)
at milconnect.dmdc.osd.mil/milconnect/pub
lic/faq/DEERS_Updating_and_Correcting_
DEERS_Data. A database of information is
available for uniformed services members
(sponsors), U.S.-sponsored foreign military,
DoD and uniformed services civilians,
other personnel as directed by the DoD and
their family members. Register in DEERS
to be eligible. 

Also log in at ID Card Office Online
(idco.dmdc.osd.mil/idco) to confirm your
information is up to date. This includes
changes in your military status, contact
information and family status (marriage,
divorce, births).

To learn more, visit Tricare.mil/Plans, go
to the “Plans & Eligibility” column and
click on “Compare Plans”. Among the cur-
rent options are Prime, Select, TRICARE
For Life, TRICARE Young Adult, TRI-
CARE Reserve, TRICARE Retired and
TRICARE ECHO.

review all of your prescriptions. If you see
active prescriptions in your dashboard that
can be filled at Accredo, click on the button
to provide your consent to move it to
Accredo. Accredo will work with your doc-
tor to handle the rest.

In both cases, call (877) 882-3324 to
reach a patient care advocate who will work
with you and your doctor to get your pre-
scription sent to Accredo.

TRICARE ELIGIBILITY
• In January 2023, TRICARE eligibility

was inadvertently deleted from some
13,000 Army Active Guard and Reserve
(AGR) personnel records due to an error
transitioning to the Army Integrated
Personnel and Pay System. Army and
DMDC have resolved known impacted
AGR records and TRICARE health plans
have been reinstated in DEERS. 

Primary Care Manager (PCM) assign-
ments have been reconfirmed, and regional
contractors have reprocessed claims and
referrals. To confirm eligibility status, log
into Beneficiary Web Enrollment (BWE) at
milconnect.dmdc.osd.mil/milconnect. If
you suspect your records have not been
restored correctly, please contact your Army
personnel office or call (800) 538-9552.

YOUR TRICARE OPTIONS

Positive changes to TRICARE for 2024
include:

•  More efficient referral transfers
between the two regions

•  Greater provider network flexibility
•  Improved beneficiary choice
• Enhanced telehealth appointments 
Worth noting is that many TRICARE

members confuse the term “referral” with
“authorization.” A referral is when your pri-
mary care manager (PCM) or provider
sends you to another provider for care. 

Prior authorization is a review of a
requested health care service by your
regional contractor (Health Net Federal
Services for Hawaii) to see if TRICARE
will cover it. If so, your contractor will first
try to refer you to a military hospital or clin-
ic. If unavailable, you will be referred to a
network provider (in your region).

TRICARE PRIME
TRICARE Prime is a managed care

option with the most affordable and com-
prehensive coverage. Enrollment is manda-
tory for active duty service members and
the preferred option for many eligible bene-
ficiaries. There is no enrollment fee or
annual deductible for active duty families.
Prime provides enhanced vision coverage
and preventative services. Your provider
will file claims for you (in most cases) and
you’ll have fewer out-of-pocket costs.  

Most TRICARE Prime care is received
from your Primary Care Manager (PCM).
This military or network provider refers you
to specialists for care he/she cannot provide,
works with your regional contractor for
referrals and authorizations, accepts copay-
ments and files claims for you. 

While the TRICARE Prime program
offers the most comprehensive health care
benefit, it has some restrictions. Visit
Tricare.mil/Plans/Enroll/Prime to see who
is qualified and additional details. 

TRICARE SELECT
Replacing TRICARE Standard and

Extra, TRICARE Select is a self-managed,
fee-for-service preferred provider network
plan available to all non-active duty benefi-
ciaries.

It differs from TRICARE Standard
through a “fixed fee” for care received from
network providers. TRICARE Select also
requires enrollment with a fee, but only for
service members and families entering
active duty on or after Jan. 1, 2018.

TRICARE Select allows choosing any
TRICARE authorized provider for services
covered by TRICARE, and to do so without
a referral. But in some cases, you may need
prior authorization. You can also receive
additional preventive care services from a
network provider (previously only under
TRICARE Prime). However, TRICARE
will only reimburse care received from
authorized  providers, and you may have to
pay an annual enrollment fee. 

With the TRICARE Select system, users
will be able to switch only during annual
Open Season enrollment or when they have
a Qualifying Life Event. Visit
Tricare.mil/Plans/Enroll/Select.

TRICARE FOR LIFE
Available worldwide, TRICARE For Life

(TFL) offers secondary coverage to
Medicare for all beneficiaries who have
both Medicare Part A and B. Medicare pro-
vides coverage in the U.S. and U.S.
Territories. In all other overseas locations,
TRICARE is the primary payer. With TFL,
you may visit any authorized provider, have
no claims to file (in most cases) and have
minimal out-of-pocket costs aside from
Medicare Part B premium and enrollment
fee. For details on what is covered by TFL,
Medicare or both,   visit
Tricare.mil/Plans/HealthPlans/TFL. Note
that Group A retirees are required to pay
enrollment fees. 

In areas without Medicare, TRICARE is
the primary provider. For further informa-
tion and assistance, contact TFL contractor
Wisconsin Physicians Service (WPS) at

TRICARE EXTENDED CARE
HEALTH OPTION (ECHO)

The Extended Care Health Option
(ECHO) provides financial assistance to
beneficiaries with special needs for an inte-
grated set of services and supplies. 

To use ECHO, qualified beneficiaries
must be enrolled in the Exceptional Family
Member Program (EFMP) through the
sponsor’s branch of service. Enrollment in
the EFMP may be waived, for example,
when the sponsor’s branch of service does
not provide the EFMP, or when the benefi-
ciary resides with the custodial parent who
is not the active duty sponsor. Note that the
qualifying family member’s disability must
be entered properly in DEERS to have
access to ECHO services. Contact your
regional contractor for more information.
You may register for ECHO with case man-
agers in each TRICARE region.

To check for eligibility, visit
Tricare.mil/Plans/SpecialPrograms/ECHO.
Or call (844) 524-3578.

TRICARE YOUNG ADULT 
Military dependents concerned about

health care coverage may be eligible for
TRICARE Young Adult (TYA). Based on
the sponsor’s status and dependent’s geo-
graphic location, TYA Prime or TYA Select
coverage includes medical and pharmacy
benefits, but excludes dental coverage. For
details on this option for unmarried, young
adult dependents aged out of regular TRI-
CARE coverage at age 21 (or up to age 23
if enrolled in college), visit
Tricare.mil/Plans/HealthPlans/TYA. 

Also visit Tricare.mil/chcbp for details
on the Continued Health Care Benefit
Program that provides temporary health
coverage for 18-36 months when you lose
eligibility for TRICARE.

You can also use a Common Access Card
or Defense Self-Service Logon (DS Logon)
to log in. If you need help with DS Logon or
need a new account, visit
dmdc.osd.mil/identitymanagement/app/login.
BENEFICIARY WEB ENROLLMENT

TRICARE’s Beneficiary Web
Enrollment (BWE) site (Tricare.mil/BWE)
allows TRICARE sponsors to manage med-
ical and dental enrollments, and update
DEERS information anytime online. Online
enrollment is subject to Military Treatment
Facility (MTF) guidelines. When in doubt,
call your local TRICARE Service Center.

Beneficiaries need a sponsor’s valid
Common Access Card (CAC), a Defense
Financial and Accounting Services (DFAS)
myPay PIN or DS logon–an account set up
for eligible family members age 18 and
older by their active duty sponsor. Visit
idco.dmdc.osd.mil/idco.





Again, be sure to update your DEERS
record as soon as any information changes
or if you or a family member has a
Qualifying Life Event as described in the
fact sheet available
at Tricare.mil/Publications/Fact-Sheets.

Here, those already enrolled in TRI-
CARE Prime may transfer enrollment to a
new location, view current enrollment
information, request a new program enroll-
ment card or update personal information in
DEERS to ensure smooth claims process-
ing. You may also request a new PCM that
is subject to local military treatment facility
approval, naturally. 

TRICARE SERVICE CENTER
Your local TRICARE Service Center is

also available to explain the differences
between TRICARE options, and to help you
select the most appropriate program for you
and your family. It can also help you find a
TRICARE network provider, choose a
PCM, enroll, and explain TRICARE bene-
fits and claims. Make an appointment at the
center by calling (808) 433-2778.

MHS GENESIS 
AHLTA (Armed Forces Health

Longitudinal Technology Application) has
made way for the DoD’s Electronic Health
Record (EHR), MHS GENESIS. 

MHS GENESIS is the modernized elec-
tronic health record managed by the DoD
Healthcare Management System
Modernization Program Management
Office under the Program Executive Office,
Defense Healthcare Management Systems.

In Hawaii, the Patient Portal has replaced
TRICARE Online at Tripler Army Medical
Center by integrating inpatient and outpa-
tient best-of-suite solutions connecting
medical and dental information across the
continuum of care–from point of injury to

the military treatment facility. 
Providing you and your doctors

enhanced, secure technology to manage
your health information as a single health
record, MHS GENESIS: 

•Monitors a beneficiary’s health status
through greater population health data,
tracking and alerting capabilities

• Improves the ability to monitor patient
safety, outcomes, and operational and med-
ical readiness 

• Improves data access and sharing of
health information across the spectrum of
military operations, the Department of
Veterans Affairs and civilian healthcare
organizations

• Increases accessibility of integrated,
evidence-based healthcare delivery and
decision-making

Available 24/7/365, MHS GENESIS
Patient Portal allows you to: 

• View health information
• Schedule appointments
• Communicate securely with providers
• Request prescription renewals
• View notes from your clinical visits and

certain lab/test results, such as blood tests
All patients can receive care anywhere at

any time knowing that their health records
will follow them–including managing
appointments and exchanging messages
with care teams. 

If you had a TRICARE Online account,
no action was necessary for it to migrate to
MHS GENESIS.

DENTAL COVERAGE 
Separate from TRICARE’s medical cov-

erage, dental coverage is provided under
three different dental plans that are each
based on military status:  
• Active Duty Service Members: Covered

by Active Duty Dental Program (ADDP)
• Active Duty Family Members: Can pur-

chase the TRICARE Dental Program
(TDP)

• Retired Service Members & Families:
May be eligible for FEDVIP Dental 
Each of these plans is separate from TRI-

CARE health care options. 
ADDP and TDP are both administered by

United Concordia (uccitdp.com), while
FEDVIP is administered by Benefeds.com.
Check Tricare.mil/Plans/DentalPlans for
coverage details, eligibility and more infor-
mation on each of these three options. 

Since TDP eligibility is confirmed via
DEERS, confirm your DEERS records are
current to avoid processing delays. 

Those enrolled in TDP should note that
annual rate increases vary by premium
group, depending on the sponsor’s military
service status and number of family mem-
bers.

If you choose not to enroll your depen-
dents, you may have to pay up to 100 per-
cent of the family member’s dental costs in
the civilian community.

TRICARE PHARMACY PROGRAM
The TRICARE Pharmacy Program pro-

vides prescription drugs you need, when

you need them, in a safe, easy and afford-
able way. TRICARE’s prescriptions are
managed through the pharmacy contractor,
Express Scripts. By visiting
MilitaryRx.Express-Scripts.com, you can:
• Sign up for secure services with Express

Scripts
• Download the free mobile app
• Search the TRICARE Formulary
• Check Pharmacy Costs 

Copayments and cost-shares for prescrip-
tion drugs are based on who you are and
where you fill your prescription. ADSMs
pay nothing out of pocket for prescription
drugs. All other beneficiary types pay
copayments for drugs from TRICARE
Pharmacy Home Delivery and TRICARE
Retail Network Pharmacies. There are no
copayments for prescription filled at mili-
tary pharmacies. 

TRICARE groups pharmacy drugs into
three categories: generic formulary, brand-
name formulary and non-formulary. Pay the
least for generic formulary drugs and the
most for non-formulary drugs, regardless of
whether you secure them from home deliv-
ery or a retail pharmacy. To see the current
TRICARE pharmacy copayments, visit
Tricare.mil/Pharmacy. Beneficiaries using a
non-network retail pharmacy for these
drugs will have to pay 100 percent of the
cost of the medication.

DENTAL EMERGENCIES

WATER ACTIVITIES
BODYSURFING

The Diamond Head end of Kuhio Beach
lures with some of the top conditions in
town. Away from Waikiki crowds,
Makapuu Beach–the hot spot across from
Sea Life Park on Kalanianaole Highway–is
Oahu’s most popular site. The sand is firm,
it’s free of offshore reef and there’s limited
rock exposure. That’s what you should seek
even above good wave action. Sandy Beach
is also popular, but it’s somewhat dangerous
due to often-wild conditions and dangerous
shore break.

FISHING
While Hawaii Island’s Kona Coast is cel-

ebrated as the “Billfish Capital of the
World,” Oahu also lures with ocean trea-
sures to satisfy anglers from novice to
expert. You’ll find charters operating from
the North Shore’s Haleiwa Boat Harbor,
Kewalo Basin across from Ward Village on
Ala Moana Boulevard, and from Ko Olina
Marina and Waianae Boat Harbor on the
Leeward Coast. For regulations, informa-
tion or a freshwater license, you may con-
tact the Division of Aquatic Resources
(808-587-0100).

Also check out on-base marinas at
MCBH-Kaneohe Bay and Joint Base Pearl
Harbor-Hickam. The latter’s Aikane Sport
Fishing (808-423-1113) lets you test your
skills at hauling in blue marlin, yellowfin
tuna and mahi mahi aboard air-conditioned
38-foot and 42-foot Bertram ocean yachts.
Aikane allows you to “keep your catch.”

Stand up paddling (SUP) is a favorite on the
North Shore’s Anahulu River.

SNORKELING
You’ll never truly appreciate the ocean

until you explore it from below the surface.
One of the most popular (and crowded!)
spots for snorkeling is East Oahu’s
Hanauma Bay. Waikiki’s San Souci Beach
across from Kapiolani Park is also a sure
bet. During the summer, the North Shore’s
Waimea Bay and Pupukea are calm for
snorkeling. Check our “East Oahu” and
“North Shore” sections for details.

Along Leeward Coast’s Farrington
Highway, Kahe and Nanakuli beach parks
deliver pleasant conditions right offshore.

Consider borrowing or renting gear for
your first snorkeling adventure. If you get
hooked, purchase a snorkel, fins and mask
at your base exchange.
SUP, SURF & FOIL

Blue Planet Surf is known as Hawaii's
SUP & FOIL Headquarters with the largest
selection of quality surfboards, stand up
paddleboards, FOIL and accessories you
will find anywhere. With two locations, one
in Honolulu and their newest store in
Haleiwa, Blue Planet Adventures offer
rentals, lessons, clinics, services, and much
more for all your water activity needs.
They also offer a "try before you buy" lease
type program on any new board in the shop
with a full credit if you purchase the board.
Their experienced instructors will help you
sign in, give you instructions and help you
launch right into the river. Paddle up the
beautiful Anahulu River near the famous
Rainbow Bridge where you will often see
Honu (sea turtles) or paddle out into
Haleiwa Bay. 

MWR Outdoor Recreation Center
(808-449-6870) offers lessons for
surfing, SUP and sailing. Learn from
top instructors at Hickam Beach,
where you’ll also find lifeguards,
restrooms, showers and a surf shack
with affordable rentals.

Rentals,
Lessons, Clinics, Services, and much more
are available 7 days a week, 9 am to 5 pm.
Paddle up the beautiful Anahulu River near
the famous Rainbow Bridge where you will
often see Honu (sea turtles) or out into
Haleiwa Bay. Their experienced instructors
will help you sign in, give you instructions
and help you launch right into the river. 

SWIMMING
Oahu is rimmed with some 30 miles of

beaches along its 112-mile coastline. The

City & County of Honolulu maintains near-
ly 60 beach parks, with the majority offer-
ing public facilities.

Top town picks are Waikiki Beach and
Ala Moana Beach Park. On the Windward
Coast, Kailua Beach Park (at the end of
Kailua Road) is among Oahu’s finest. In
addition to its beauty, Kailua is a favorite
for windsurfing and kayaking. Check our
“Windward–Kaneohe” section for more
details.

WINDSURFING
Windsurfers flock to Diamond Head and

Kailua beach parks to finesse their topsy-
turvy maneuvers. If you’re a novice, you’ll
appreciate launching in Kailua’s easy surf,
where you can enjoy miles of protected flat
water inside the reef from Jump City to the
east end of Lanikai Beach. Diamond Head
is reserved for experts. Be prepared for big-
ger swells, windier conditions and ample
board surfers sharing the waves. Waialae
Beach in Kahala is suited for beginners.

Again, always exercise extreme caution
before entering the ocean–especially on the
north and west facing shorelines due to sea-
sonal high surf, hazardous rip currents and
rapidly changing ocean conditions. Always
check with a lifeguard before entering the
water. Be sure to lock your car and take
valuables with you–provided you have
someone to watch them while you’re in the
water. And don’t forget to have fun!

LAND
BICYCLING

All bases and military recreation areas
have designated bicycle lanes and/or trails.
Since speed limits are so rigorously
enforced, your military bases are very safe
riding environments. Off base, you’ll find a
bevy of bike lanes, paths and trails–espe-
cially on Oahu’s Leeward Coast. Hawaii
law (HRS 291C-150) requires that all bicy-
clists younger than 16 years of age wear a
helmet. Be sure to register your bicycle at
any Satellite City Hall. You’ll find details in
this guide’s “Transportation” section.

One of the top biking resources is the
Hawaii Bicycle League website at
HBL.org. Oahu’s oldest and largest cycling
organization, HBL welcomes military
members to join the local biking communi-
ty at a reduced $25 annual fee. The website
offers maps, routes, laws, workshops and
scoop on special riding events. 

You’ll also find the City & County of
Honolulu’s Oahu Bike Plan. The strategy
calls for adding 65 miles of bikeways to the
existing 132 miles on Oahu to help make
Honolulu a “bicycle-friendly city where
bicycling is a viable and popular travel
choice for residents and visitors of all ages.” 

Another great resource is BIKEFACTO-
RY Hawaii (BikeFactoryHawaii.com) with
shops in Honolulu and Waipio. BIKEFAC-
TORY has a reputation for offering a wide,
high-quality selection of BMX, road, moun-
tain and cruiser bicycles. In addition, action
sport products include skateboards, scoot-
ers, safety wear and accessories.

ful Waterfront Park and Wall Art Mural
Tour in Kakaako. 
BIKESHARE

Honolulu’s Biki (GoBiki.org) provides
some 1,300 bikes at 130 docking stations
stretching from Diamond Head to
Chinatown. With a credit card or Biki Pass,
you can rent a bike from one docking area
and return it to another. The most widely
used are in Waikiki, Ala Moana/Kakaako
and Moiliili/McCully. 

Ride Sharee (RideSharee.com) provides
Oahu’s first dockless bikeshare system
accessible via an app. Download their app
to find the closest bike near you. The sus-
tainable, eco-friendly transportation compa-
ny rents bikes for $3.00 per 30 minutes.

The 9-hole Kealohi Par Three at
Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam (808-
448-2318) is Hawaii’s only military
course offering night play. It also fea-
tures par-34 Foot Golf, where those in
golf attire kick a soccer ball into holes
instead of using clubs. Fee is $6 per
person, with ball rental for $2.

GOLF
Oahu–and Hawaii in general–is a golfer’s

paradise that’s celebrated for scenic and
challenging courses. Since resorts have
pricier green fees and municipal courses are
often crowded, nothing beats the conve-
nience of teeing off at base courses reserved
exclusively for the military.

Most military golf courses have driving
ranges, putting greens and locker rooms,
with hours varying throughout the year.
Both hand and electric carts are available
for a nominal charge.

• Barbers Point Golf Course (808-682-
1911)– Challenging 18-hole layout with
views of the Waianae Mountains.

• Joint Base Pearl Harbor-Hickam–
Features the 9-hole Hickam Kealohi Par
Three (808-448-2318), Joint Base Malama
Bay (808-449-2300) and Navy Marine
(808-471-0142) courses. Malama is consid-
ered Oahu’s top military course, while the

Navy Marine Course is ranked as being by
many seasoned golfers among the top 10
military courses globally.

• Kaneohe Klipper Golf Course (808-

Beach” for its back nine running along pop-
ular MCBH-Kaneohe Bay’s North Beach
surfing site.

• Leilehua Golf Course (808-655-4653)–
Ranked tops among Oahu’s Army courses
for its long, demanding layout that plays
amid towering eucalyptus trees.

• Walter Nagorski Golf Course at Fort
Shafter (808-438-9587)–Hilly 9-hole layout
named for the local golf pro who helped
beautify Hawaii’s military courses for 25-
plus years.

HIKING
The best way to experience the hidden

heart of Oahu is by hiking an off-the-beat-
en-path trail. The island boasts a myriad of
options meandering from lush valleys with
waterfalls to scenic ridgelines.

Recommended for physically fit only,
Mauumae Trail climbs 2,500 feet through
ohia and koa tree groves. Along the six-hour
adventure, you’ll enjoy a rare look at Kaau
Crater while traveling along Koolau
Range’s southeastern edge.

Diamond Head has a relatively easy
climb to its highest spot, Point Leahi. You’ll
work through gun emplacements, and then
climb up steel stairways and ladders. The
park entrance is off Diamond Head Road
just beyond Kapiolani Community College.

NATIONAL CEMETERY OF THE
PACIFIC – “PUNCHBOWL” 

The resting place for more than 25,000
victims of three American Wars–World War
II, Korean War and Vietnam War–the
National Memorial Cemetery of the Pacific
(808-532-3720; 2177 Puowaina Dr.) is truly
the “Cemetery of Heroes.” Of special note
is a monument honoring Hawaii-born astro-
naut Ellison Onizuka, who perished aboard
the Challenger space shuttle in 1986. Also
noteworthy are The Courts of the Missing
white stone tablets bearing names of those
missing in action from WWII. This back-
drop to Downtown Honolulu is open daily
from 0800-1800.

OAHU ARMY NATURAL RESOURCE
PROGRAM

Of the 2,400 native plant species remain-
ing in Hawaii, nearly half are endangered
and most are indigenous. Since 1995, this
preservation program’s staff has managed
lands with more than 100 of these endan-
gered species–including plants, tree snails
and forest birds. Opportunities to volunteer
on conservation-based service trips include
invasive weed removal, forest restoration
work, nursery maintenance and education.

Pearl Harbor serves as a central gathering
place for the National Park Service’s recent-
ly renamed Pearl Harbor National
Memorial (nps.gov/valr/index.htm; 808-
422-3399). It was formerly known as World
War II Valor in the Pacific National
Monument. 

Founded in 1979, Pacific Historic Parks
(PacificHistoricParks.org) is a non-profit
cooperating association of the National
Park Service. It supports and funds educa-
tional and interpretive programs for the
Pearl Harbor National Memorial, plus three
additional American Memorial Parks. 

The Arizona Memorial and Visitor
Center, USS Utah and USS Oklahoma
memorials, plus parts of Ford Island and
Battleship Row remain part of the Pearl
Harbor National Memorial.

The USS Arizona Memorial is open
seven days a week. Walk in tickets have
been discontinued so advanced reservations
are strongly recommended. Ticket reserva-
tions can be made up to a week in advance
for a $1 per ticket convenience fee. Standby
seats may not always be available. Tickets
include a 25-minute documentary at the
PHVC Theater about the Pearl Harbor
attack, and a Navy-operated harbor tour of
Battleship Row and the area around the
USS Arizona Memorial.

Looking for refresh-
ments? Look no further than Koa Oasis
(halekoa.com/dining-drinks/koa-oasis). 

Want to partake in beachside athletics?
Two beach volleyball courts, pickle ball and
racquetball courts are located on Fort
DeRussy; reservations are not required and
military and DOD patrons receive preferred
use privileges. 

The U.S. Army Museum of Hawai‘i
(hiarmymuseumsoc.org) is also located on
the Fort DeRussy installation. Free admis-
sion (donations appreciated) leads to extra-
ordinary exhibits bringing army history to
life. 

Fort DeRussy also houses the Fort
DeRussy Army Chapel, with a welcoming
Protestant service on Sunday, and the
Daniel K. Inouye Asia-Pacific Center for
Security Studies, a U.S. Department of
Defense institute that supports the U.S.
Pacific Command.

DIAMOND HEAD 
AND KAPIOLANI PARK

On the opposite side of Waikiki from Fort
DeRussy, lies the iconic Diamond Head
crater (dlnr.hawaii.gov/dsp/parks/oahu/dia-
mond-head-state-monument), known as
Lēʻahi in Hawaiian. For one of the best
views of Oahu and beyond, hike to the tip of
the crater. Park in the Diamond Head State
Monument (no charge for those with a
Hawaii ID), and get ready for a family
friendly hike. Bring water for the heat, a hat

for the sun and comfortable shoes for the
paved path with stairs. Online reservations
are required for non-Hawaii residents.

After a hike up Diamond Head, venture
down for some more activities in Kapiolani
Park. Parking can be found on both side of
the park – some metered and some not. This
large park holds festivals and fairs almost
weekly. There are tennis courts, workout
equipment, many open fields, and an abun-
dance of restroom facilities. Walk across the
street to take a dip in the pristine Waikiki
waters.

Bordering Kapiolani Park are two great
places for animal lovers, including children.
The Honolulu Zoo (honoluluzoo.org) has
elephants, tigers, lions and more! Enjoy an
afternoon or morning at this well-main-
tained zoo with a variety of animals, both
large and small. On the oceanfront, the
Waikiki Aquarium (waikikiaquarium.org)
has a variety of marine life – from coral to
jellyfish to Hawaiian monk seals. They also
have a unique gift shop and event space.

SURFING 
Waikiki is known for beginner

friendly waves year-round. And for those
who already know their way around a wave,
there are plenty of outer reef breaks to offer
a challenge – especially during summer
swells. 

Kaisers (park at Ala Moana Boat Harbor)
is a consistent, often crowded reef break
that draws both locals and tourists; beware

of the shallow rocky bottom, especially dur-
ing low tide. Ala Moana Bowls (park at Ala
Moana Boat Harbor) is a world-class wave
known for its barrel in the shallow rocky
waters; also, many surf contests are held
here. Threes (park in the Fort DeRussy lot
and paddle out to the right of Hale Koa
Hotel) is a right and left, long break that is
not as crowded due to the long paddle out.
Queens (immediately past the Duke statue)
is a consistent right-and-left fun wave,
which hosts professionals to beginners and
is fun for longboarding.

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Especially among visitors and new
residents, there is often confusion
that “Downtown” is the same place

as Waikiki. It’s quite the contrary, however,
as Waikiki is Honolulu’s world-famous
urban resort destination, while Downtown
is the city’s government and financial dis-
trict – with a trendy Chinatown at its Ewa
edge. 

In Downtown Honolulu, historic land-
marks are sprinkled among skyscraper-
lined thoroughfares bustling with modern
businesses and commerce. In Chinatown,
remnants of the area’s sketchy red-light dis-
trict past remain – along with traditional
Chinese markets and herbalists. The con-
stant flow in Chinatown of new and older
trendy restaurants, bars, shops and art gal-
leries make it one of Honolulu’s hippest
places to be. 

The Downtown Honolulu area, which
includes Chinatown, is roughly bordered by
River Street on the west, South Street on the
east, South Vineyard Boulevard on the
north and the Pacific Ocean on the south.
Buses and expected Honolulu Rail stops –
along with bike paths and pedestrian walk-
ways – add to the ease of access to the area.
Downtown parking is at a premium,
although metered street parking and public
and private for-pay lots are available.
POLYNESIANS ARRIVAL 
TO ROYAL CAPITAL 
TO INTERNATIONAL HUB

Honolulu means “sheltered harbor” in
Hawaiian, and oral history indicates the
original Polynesian migrants settled on
Honolulu’s beautiful shores in the 11th cen-
tury. After Kamehameha I conquered Oahu,
he moved his royal court to Waikiki in
1804, later relocating to downtown
Honolulu in 1809 for three years. In 1845,
Honolulu became the permanent capital of
the Hawaiian Kingdom, and iconic build-
ings, such as Saint Andrew’s Cathedral,
‘Iolani Palace, and Ali‘iolani Hale, were
erected.

Throughout the 19th century, foreign
merchant ships and American missionaries
arrived in Honolulu harbor, establishing
businesses and also contributing to the
overthrow of the Hawaiian monarchy in
1883, leading to Hawaii’s annexation by the
United States in 1898.

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The newly revitalized neighborhoods
of Kaka‘ako and Ala Moana are hip
and hospitable – with beautiful

apartments, a convenient waterfront loca-
tion, excellent eats, fun festivals, and cultur-
al events. And new construction – and the
eventual advent of Honolulu Rail stops –
add to the excitement of the area.

Located between Waikiki and Downtown
Honolulu, the old warehouses of Kaka‘ako
are adorned in extravagant murals, many
which were painted by local and global
artists during the yearly POW! WOW! fes-
tival. The next door neighborhoods of Ward
Village and Ala Moana, many who would
say are a part of Kaka‘ako, have enticing
shopping and restaurants – along with a
variety of urban housing options.

Throughout Ala Moana and Kaka‘ako,
there continues to be an influx of trendy
businesses, like microbreweries, hidden
speakeasies, luxury shops and more. One of
the best things about this area is the many
trendy gems scattered throughout such a
compact urban area – making for many
days of entertainment.

FISHING VILLAGES TO 
IMMIGRANT CAMPS TO 
TRENDY HOT SPOT

Kakaako’s land was once filled with fish-
ing villages that not only cultivated fish but
also salt – which was treasured like gold to
Native Hawaiians. This important neighbor-
hood was called Kaakaukukui, roughly
translated to ‘the northern light,’ describing
the pure black sky with its vibrant starlight. 

Starting in the 1800s, immigrants from
around the world would move to camps in
Kaka‘ako, creating a diverse community
and establishing the neighborhood’s first
churches, stores, parks, and even a school,
Pohukaina School. 

In the early 1940s, the neighborhood’s
zoning changed from residential to com-
mercial, making Kaka‘ako home to
Honolulu’s heavy industries. While iron
factories, lumber yards, and shipping ware-
houses replaced family homes, many legacy
families remained in the neighborhood,
moving a few blocks away to Ward Avenue.
The industrial aspects of Kaka‘ako can still
be seen today, with a few functioning auto
body shops and warehouse facades trans-
formed into art pieces.

The history of Kaka‘ako continues to
today, as more apartments, a new school,
and unique shops and restaurants are con-
structed.

From frequent seasonal festivals to staple
shops and restaurants – and easy access to
the ocean and piers – there is always enter-
tainment easily found in Kakaako and Ala
Moana.

ALA MOANA CENTER AND
BEACH PARK

As the largest outdoor shopping mall in
the United States, Ala Moana Center (1450
Ala Moana Boulevard,
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alamoanacenter.com) is a mecca for shop-
ping and entertainment – from large depart-
ment stores to local boutiques, a bowling
alley to a spa, many sit-down restaurants to
a food court. Spend the day exploring Ala
Moana Center.

Just outside Ala Moana Center on 1221
Kona Street, stop by Blue Planet Surf (blue-
planetsurf.com), Hawaii’s best stand-up
paddle (SUP) board shop. Rent or purchase
a SUP, surf board or kayak, or take a lesson
from one of Blue Planet’s water experts. 

After hitting the shops, hit the surf at Ala
Moana Regional Park (1201 Ala Moana
Boulevard). This 100-acre park with a calm
beach also boasts tennis courts and a pavil-
ion. Cycle, skate, swim, frisbee, run, BBQ
or have a wedding!

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BIKE THE STREETS
Oahu’s best bike shop, Bike

Factory Hawaii (bikefactoryhawaii.com) is
located in Kakaako (740 Ala Moana Blvd),
as well as the neighborhoods of Kapolei and
Waipio. Stop by their shop to pick up a
beach cruiser, an e-bike, a road bike, a
scooter, a BMX bike – or many other fun
bikes and accessories.

After selecting your bike, hit the biker-
friendly paths to check out the neighbor-
hood from a different angle.

Made for biking or walking, traveling
down the Ala Moana Park Path will give
you a view of the sandy beach on one side
and lively Honolulu on the other. At either
end of the trail are two busy boat harbors:
Ala Wai Small Boat Basin to the east and
Kewalo Basin to the west. The pathway
loops around gassy areas, a promenade, pic-
nic pavilions, restrooms, and drinking
water.

Ride your bike along the Kaka‘ako
Waterfront Park Path, enjoying the views
and ocean air and also the safety of the des-
ignated path. There are plans to add more
bike paths throughout the Kaka‘ako area to
more easily connect the neighborhood to
Downtown Honolulu and Waikiki, so check

out Hawaii Bicycling League (hbl.org) for
bike maps and up-to-date information.  

KAKAAKO ART SCENE
Wander through the streets of

Kakaako to discover murals on buildings –
along with many eateries and shops. Most
murals can be spotted in the blocks between
South Street, Ala Moana Boulevard, Ward
Avenue and Kapiolani Boulevard. 

SALT At Our Kaka‘ako (691 Auahi
Street, saltatkakaako.com) is also adorned
in art and hosts a variety of merchants and
events. Be pampered at a beauty salon,
divulge in ice cream, sip a latte, go to happy
hour or be inspired at a gallery – SALT is a
modern shopping complex located in the
heart of Kaka‘ako. SALT also host various
events such as festivals, markets and com-
munity service.

CRAFT BEER CULTURE
Hawaii is wrapped up in the beer

Three main Oahu high-
ways – the H1, H201, and H3 – also connect
the area, along with Honolulu International
Airport – making it a convenient commute
to anywhere on the island or around the
world.

When transitioning to Oahu, many mili-
tary members will choose to stay at nearby
hotels or the military communities. Harbor
Shores Apartment Hotel
(harborshoreshi.com) is a pet-friendly, spa-
cious option – with a great view of the glis-
tening Pacific Ocean. The TLA-approved
Airport Honolulu Hotel (theairporthonolu-
luhotel.com) and Best Western The Plaza
Hotel (bestwestern.com/en_US/book/hotels-
in-honolulu/best-western- the-plaza-
hotel/propertyCode.12008.html) are both
pet friendly and near the airport.

SALT TO PLANTATION TO
URBAN MILITARY MECCA

The Moanalua ahupua‘a, or land division
for early Hawaiian inhabitants, once
stretched from the mountains above Salt
Lake to the sea, where the Honolulu
International Airport is located today. In the
center of the ahupua‘a was a nearly one-

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mile wide shallow lake, formed by saltwater
seepages and freshwater springs filling the
Āliapa‘akai crater. Water evaporated and
left salt deposits – which was a commodity
to Hawaiians and explorers. After extreme
salt exports, plantation runoff, an artesian
well, sewage pipes, and eventually the fill-
ing of the lake in 1966, all that remains of
Salt Lake today is a pond on the golf course
at the Honolulu Country Club.

After the Great Mahele allowed owner-
ship of Hawaii lands, the Moanalua
ahupua‘a passed through the royal
Hawaiian family – from King Kamehameha
V to Princess Ruth Keʻelikōlani and then to
Bernice Pauahi Bishop. In 1884, Samuel
Mills Damon became the main owner of the
land, leasing lots to the Honolulu Plantation
Company for sugarcane production and uti-
lizing the Moanalua hillside for cattle graz-
ing. Rice and bananas were also grown in
the rich soil. 

The U.S. Government began purchasing
land in the area around 1914, eventually
establishing the bases of today. In 1956, the
Damon estate sold much of the former
Moanalua ahupua‘a land to residential and
commercial developers, catalyzing the post-
state construction of the suburban neighbor-
hood.

SPECTACULAR SHOPPING

PEARLS TO PLANTATIONS 
TO PEARL HARBOR

The shallow waters of Pearl Harbor,
known as Wai Momi (“Waters of Pearl”) to
the Hawaiians, once bore oysters filled with
magnificent pearls along with plentiful fish.
In the 1880s, the mountainous areas of Pearl
City were transformed to rice paddies –
with cattle and water buffalos plowing the
fields. 

After the construction of the Oahu
Railway by businessman Benjamin
Dillingham in the late 19th century, the
sugar industry reached the then-developing
neighborhood of Pearl City, providing jobs
for residents in the sugar plantations and
factories. 

In 1899, the United States Navy estab-
lished the Pearl Harbor base. Pearl Harbor
is known around the world for the Dec. 7,

to visit, although a $1 service charge is col-
lected by recreation.gov to reserve tickets
to the USS Arizona Memorial and the Ford
Island Bus Tour. All visitors to the USS
Arizona Memorial and Ford Island,
regardless of age, must have a timed tick-
et.

RESERVATIONS: Visit recreation.gov
to make reservations for the USS Arizona
Memorial program and the Ford Island
bus tour. A printed or digital copy of the
reservation ticket will be scanned at check-
in along with an ID, and it is recommended
to arrive one hour before the scheduled
ticket time. 

Reservations and tickets are not
required to enter the Pearl Harbor Visitor
Center, Pearl Harbor National Memorial,
walk the grounds, or visit the museums.

The Pacific Fleet Submarine Museum,
Battleship Missouri, and Pearl Harbor
Aviation Museum are non-profit entities
that charge admission fees and have sepa-
rate ticketing.

PEARL HARBOR 
TOURING TIPS

Reserve your free tickets to the USS
Arizona, USS Oklahoma and USS Utah
Memorials at maximum 8-weeks in
advance at recreation.gov

Purses, backpacks, camera bags, dia-
per bags and any other concealed con-
tainer are prohibited on the USS Arizona
Memorial. If you need something, put it in
a clear plastic bag. A storage facility is
available in the Pearl Harbor Visitor
Center for a fee.

Parking is available at the Pearl Harbor
Visitor Center for a fee.

No restrooms are available on the USS
Arizona Memorial.

Military visitors can wear civilian cloth-
ing when touring, or visitors in uniform
must dress is Class “B” or better for
access to the USS Arizona Memorial.
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home to the USS Arizona Memorial, the
mostly open-air Pearl Harbor Visitor Center
and the USS Oklahoma and USS Utah
Memorials on Ford Island. The memorial is
a “place of remembrance and contemplation
of the nature of war and the sacrifices of
those who lost their lived during the Pacific
War.” Entry to the Pearl Harbor National
Memorial is free; however, reservation tick-
ets via recreation.gov must be made before-
hand for the USS Arizona Memorial and
Ford Island Bus Tour (to see the USS
Oklahoma and USS Utah Memorials with-
out an active-duty military ID).
Reservations are released daily at 3 p.m.
HST in two windows: 24-hours and 8-
weeks in advance.

The Battleship Missouri Memorial (uss-
missouri.org), Pearl Harbor Aviation
Museum (pearlharboraviationmuseum.org)
and The Pacific Fleet Submarine Museum
(bowfin.org) are also interactive, informa-
tive destinations on Pearl Harbor, which are
operated by non-profit organizations.
Admission tickets are required, many which
can be purchased at entry; more information
can be found on their respective websites.

Ask about military discounts!
If you want to devote a full day to explore

this multifaceted attraction that normally
sees over a million visitors annually, pur-
chase a Passport to Pearl Harbor Tour at
pearlharborhistoricsites.org. Passport to
Pearl Harbor Tours includes the following:
Visitor Center audio tour, Pearl Harbor vir-
tual reality center, Battleship Missouri
Memorial admission, 
Pacific Fleet Submarine Museum admission
and self-guided narrated tour, and 
Pearl Harbor Aviation Museum admission
and self-guided narrated tour.

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Between Pearl City and Kapolei lie
the former sugarcane plantation
towns of Waipahu and Waipio. With

easy access to the H1 and H2 freeways and
soon-to-be rail stops – the West Loch
Station and the Waipahu Transit Center
Station – Waipahu and Waipio are in an
excellent central location and a short com-
mute to Kapolei, Joint Base Pearl Harbor-
Hickam, Schofield Barracks, the Windward
side, or Downtown Honolulu. 

Waipahu is makai (or towards the ocean)
of H1 while Waipio is mauka (or towards
the mountainside) of H1. The City and
County of Honolulu designated Waipahu as
the first community to have Transit-
Oriented Development (TOD), meaning
there are plans for affordable family hous-
ing, parks, open spaces, connected bike
paths, and a modern Farrington Highway
Boulevard. Families who visit Waipahu and
Waipio today will discover an aloha-filled
community with a rich cultural history.
NATURAL SPRINGS 
TO SUGAR PLANTATIONS 
TO FAMILY TOWN

In Hawaiian, Waipahu means water
exploding up and Waipio means curved
water – a name derived from the cool and
clear water that once gushed out of a natural
spring in the rocky terrain. This spring was
once enjoyed by early inhabitants on Oahu
and even Hawaiian ali‘i, or royalty.

In 1897 the Oahu Sugar Company estab-
lished a plantation and mill, bringing work-
ers from around the world – Japanese,
Chinese, Portuguese, Puerto Rican,
Filipino, Korean – to toil the rocky soil. The

plantation workers lived in villages, which
also had stores, restaurants, medical facili-
ties and elementary schools. In 1995, the
sugar mill shut down – after nearly 100
years of operation – yet the smokestack still
remains as a reminder of the molasses that
once wafted from the mill.

Museums, designer and wholesale shop-
ping, golf courses, parks and plenty of
amazing businesses: Waipahu and Waipio
are family neighborhoods with lots to do.

HAWAII’S 
PLANTATION VILLAGE

Next to the old mill in a movie-set-like-
town is Hawaii’s Plantation Village (94-695

FISHPONDS TO PLANTATIONS
TO PLANNED COMMUNITIES

Hawaiian settlements in the region date
back to 12th century A.D., as confirmed by
remains from Hawaiian’s ingenious fish-
ponds. 

Kapolei is named after a volcanic hill,
Pu‘u O Kapolei, which is found today in
Kapolei Regional Park. According to
Hawaiian legends, Kapo was the goddess of
fertility and the sister to Pele, the goddess of
fire. The word “lei” in Kapolei refers to the
ring or “lei” of light that is seen around the
hill during the winter solstice.

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There are two names for Ewa, either
‘Ewa with the ‘okina or Ewa without the
‘okina. ‘Ewa with the ‘okina means crooked
or unequal in Hawaiian. Ewa without the
‘okina means strayed or wandering. The
Hawaiian legend of the land starts with two
ancient Hawaiian gods, Kāne and Kanaloa.
When they discovered the Ewa plains, they

liked the large flat area, so they threw a
stone to mark a boundary. When they went
searching for the stone, they could not find
it. So, the land became known as Ewa, or
the stone that strayed. In other versions, the
area was named ʻEwa because the stone
was thrown crookedly. 

In 1877, Irish businessman James
Campbell bought 40,000 acres of land in the
Ewa plains, which included Kapolei. The
sugar and pineapple plantations boomed.
Thirty miles of train track were soon laid,
connecting Ewa to the Oahu Railway,
which would transport sugar, molasses,
livestock, people, and about anything else
to the region. People from Japan, the
Philippines, and Korea soon joined the
Hawaiians to farm the fields, moving into
newly built plantation villages. 

By the 1980s, the booming sugar industry
started to bust. Now, with the planned con-
struction of thousands of residentials units
over the next couple of decades, Ewa Beach
and Kapolei are beginning to bustle again.
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Into pau hana (happy hour) to cele-
brate the end of a hard work week?

Mililani, located in central Oahu,
was Hawaii’s first planned com-
munity, with spacious homes ris-

ing from the red clay of the plantation fields
in 1968. Now the neighborhood has mature
trees, and almost any amenity to make liv-
ing comfortable. The H-2 freeway divides
the two Mililani neighborhoods: Mililani
Town, the older portion west of H-2, and
Mililani Mauka, built starting in 1990 and
to the east of H-2. 

In the center of Oahu, four miles north of
Mililani and about twenty miles north of
Honolulu, lies the peaceful, historically
agricultural community of Wahiawa.
Situated on the Leilehua Plain between the
Wai‘anae and Ko‘olau mountain ranges and

surrounded on three sides by freshwater
Lake Wilson, the natural beauty of the
peninsula community provides an ideal
location to relax. 

The U.S. Army has a large presence in
the Wahiawa neighborhood with Schofield
Barracks, Wheeler Army Airfield, and the
East Range. Wahiawa is also home to the
U.S. Navy’s Naval Computer and
Telecommunications Area Master Station
Pacific.

MILILANI TOWN & WAHIAWA

the Big Island attacked Oahu, a decisive
battle would be fought in Kipapa Gulch,
which runs along the southeast side of
Mililani. This bloody battle would result in
an Oahu victory, but local legends still
abound about the spirits of the warriors in
the gulch.

In 1850, King Kamehameha III granted
the Waipi‘o Ahupua‘a, which included
Mililani, to John Papa I‘i, the son of a Kona
chief who adored exploring the Mililani
lands during his childhood. John Papa I‘i
named the land “Mililani,” which means
“exalted” or “to look skyward.” After his
death in 1870, the area was put into a trust
and then leased or sold. 

Castle & Cooke obtained most of the
land from the trust, first transforming it into
flourishing pineapple and sugar plantations.
Workers from around the world would settle
into small plantation villages in the Mililani
Town area, but as the economy changed, the
plantations began to close a century after
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SACRED HAWAIIAN SITE 
TO AGRICULTURAL TOWN

The local Native Hawaiian chiefs fought
battles to control the precious lands of
Mililani and Wahiawa, which had fertile
soil, a cool climate, and sacred sites, like the
Birthing Stones, where ali‘i, or ruling,
women delivered their children. 

The armies of Oahu also trained for war
in the Mililani and Wahiawa mountains.
And in 1410, when the chiefs of Maui and

Kukaniloko Birthing Stones are located north of Wahiawa



their commencement. Castle & Cooke
would again transform the land, creating a
comfortable residential community in the
late 1960s.

Wahiawa means “place of noise” or
“rumbling” in Hawaiian, perhaps signifying
the sounds of the gigantic waves breaking
on the nearby North Shore or the thundering
voices of ancestral gods as they welcomed
royal offspring born at the Kukaniloko
Birthing Stones. Wahiawa is one of the old-
est communities on Oahu. The royal fami-
lies enjoyed the lush mountain landscape,
the cool climate, and the abundance of wild
birds, from which they would pluck feathers
to make capes.

After the Land Act of 1895, California
families acquired lands and settled on the
Wahiawa peninsula at the turn of the twen-
tieth century. The settlers planted crops,
constructed homes, built roads, and created
a post office, schools, and more. These set-

tlers also started the thriving pineapple
industry, creating plantation villages around
the central town for workers from around
the world.

In July of 1900, James “Pineapple King”
Dole won a government auction to gain 61
acres of land, planting pineapples and build-
ing a prosperous cannery. By 1904,
Wahiawa became known as the “Land of
Million Pines” and the pineapple capital of
the world. In 1906, Dole convinced Walter
Dillingham to extend the Oahu Railway to
Wahiawa and a dam was built to supply
more water to the fields, creating Lake
Wilson and growing the pineapple economy
even further until the last plantation closed
in 2007.

Movies theatres, restaurants, stores,
events – and more: Mililani and Wahiawa
have it all. Mililani Shopping Center (95-
221 Kipapa Drive
mililanishoppingcenter.com) and Mililani
Marketplace (94-780 Meheula Parkway
mililanimarketplace.com) both appeal with

popular restaurants and retail. Town Center
features a theatre as well as vibrant artistic
spaces and murals. Also check out Gateway
at Mililani Mauka (95-1840 Meheula
Parkway gatewayatmililanimauka.com).

Don’t miss Zippy’s (Mililani Town
Center 95-1249 Meheula Parkway
zippys.com) and Gyu-Kaku Japanese BBQ
(Gateway at Mililani Mauka 95-1830
Meheula Parkway C-12 & C-13 gyu-
kaku.com) – both local favorite restaurants
for families and friends in Mililani.

DOLE PLANTATION
Dole Plantation (64-1550

Kamehameha Highway
doleplantation.com) is just past Wahiawa’s
center and offers a complete pineapple
experience. From a pineapple express train
tour, to garden tours, to a huge pineapple
garden maze, to a gift shop and delicious
grinds (food) – Dole Plantation is a must
stop. Ask for a military discount.
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Dole Plantation provides enjoyable activities for the entire family, including the Pineapple Express Train
Tour, the Plantation Garden Tour, and the Pineapple Garden Maze.
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BOTANICAL GARDENS 
AND BIRTHING STONES

Wahiawa boasts a pair of Oahu’s most
sacred treasures. The 27-acre Wahiawa
Botanical Garden (1396 California Ave) is
“a tropical jewel” with Hawaiian palms,
aroids, tree ferns and native plants.

Just north of Wahiawa’s center
Kūkaniloko Birthstones State Monument
(intersection of Kamehameha Highway and
Whitmore Avenue kukaniloko.weebly.com)
is a five-acre parcel amid the pineapple
fields with historic and sacred birthstones.
Arranged amid a palm tree grove, intention-
ally sculpted rocks can be viewed; these
stones were where female ali‘i (royalty)
gave birth.

FISHING FARMS HAWAII
Although located in central Oahu,

Wahiawa has unexpected places to catch a
bounty of fish! Ali’i Agricultural Farms pre-
sents Fishing Farms Hawaii (680 Whitmore

Avenue fishingfarmshawaii.com) with
stocked ponds full of tilapia, catfish and
prawn, which can be easily caught with
rented bamboo poles. It’s wheelchair acces-
sible, and they offering on-the-spot fish
cleaning.

Lake Wilson is located in Wahiawa
Freshwater State Recreation Area (380
Walker Avenue), and visitors can fish in the
freshwater, have a picnic, ride on the bike
path, or launch a boat at the lush park.

TROPIC LIGHTNING 
MUSEUM

Tropic Lightning Museum (1414
Waianae Avenue, Schofield Barracks
https://history.army.mil/museums/hawaii/tl
m/index.html) collects, preserves, interprets
and exhibits artifacts and related memora-
bilia, reflecting the history of Schofield
Barracks, the 25th Infantry Division and
Wheeler Army Airfield. This free museum
offers an array of interesting information –
especially for military members.

The North Shore of Oahu is world 
famous for its spectacular surfing 
and beaches, like Banzai Pipeline 

and Sunset. This iconic coastline also 
boasts a number of laid-back beach 
towns that still have that old Hawaii, 
country vibe – spanning from Kaena 
Point to Kaaawa.  
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and heiau (traditional Hawaiian temples).
When the land was divided between 1846
and 1848, it was cut up into parcels that
went from the mountains to the sea; these
parcels were called ahupua‘a – many which
bear the names of the North Shore towns
today. Remnants of Hawaii’s old past
remain on the North Shore with rural agri-
culture lifestyles the norm.

KAENA POINT STATE PARK
Farrington Highway travels from

the country town of Waialua to Mokuleia’s
secluded beach and Dillingham Airfield. At
the end of the road, you’ll find Kaena Point
Natural Area Reserve and a trailhead to a
rigorous coastal hike that’s notoriously hot
but packed with incredible views – and
sometimes special sightings of albatross
and monk seals. Want to offroad? Register
with the Hawaii Department of Land and
Natural Resources
(https://dlnr.hawaii.gov/dsp/parks/oahu/kae
na-point-state-park/). No permit is required
for those on foot or bicycle. 

HALEIWA TOWN
The quintessential surf town,

Haleiwa is popular among surfers, anglers,
artists and all types of visitors. The prevail-
ing architectural style is paniolo (Hawaiian
cowboy), with many structures build in the

A must-visit is Aloha General Store
(66-250 Kamehameha Hwy # G130
hawaiisbestshaveice.com) – known for
Hawaii’s best shave ice. It is locally
owned and operated by a U.S. veteran. 

A world away from big
city bustle, the North Shore

delivers a “stay-cation” experi-
ence you’ll want to enjoy time and time
again. With rural charm, famous surfing
beaches and small towns popping up amid
agricultural areas, this is icing on the par-
adise cake. Whether for a day or the week-
end, you’ll find your personal nirvana
between relaxation and revved up action.
SUGARCANE TO SURF 

Drive through Haleiwa and you will
notice the old sugarcane style plantation
homes, that were influenced by the Waialua
Sugar Company. The sugarcane mill can
still be viewed in Waialua, although now it
is home to some legendary surfboard
shapers. In 1898, Benjamin Dillingham
opened a hotel on the North Shore, con-
structing a railroad to connect his Hale‘iwa
Hotel to Honolulu. From this time, Haleiwa
has been home to vacationers.

Further down the coast of the North
Shore, Kahuku, Laie, and Hauula were once
sparsely populated villages with fish ponds
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early 1900s. Running through the heart of
the town, Kamehameha Highway is fringed
with colorful surf shops, cool boutiques and
laid-back restaurants. 

Haleiwa also has frequent events, like art
walks, live entertainment and farmers mar-
kets – not to mention local and international
surfing contests held right at Haleiwa Ali‘i
Beach Park (66-167 Haleiwa Rd).

SURF, SUP AND SUNBATHE
Along the “Seven Mile Miracle”

between Haleiwa and Turtle Bay Resort are
legendary Sunset Beach, Waimea Bay and
Banzai Pipeline at Ehukai Beach – all
familiar to both amateur and professional
board riders. Mellow summer waves make
the area better suited for fishing, diving,
snorkeling, swimming and beginner surf-
ing. It’s a more radical vibe when winter
swells produce waves with up to 40-food
faces. That’s when the Triple Crown of
Surfing hits Haleiwa’s Ali‘i Beach, Sunset
Beach and Banzai Pipeline.

Blue Planet Surf (1221 Kona St,
Honolulu blueplanetsurf.com) is known as
Hawaii’s SUP headquarters with the biggest
selection of quality surfboards, stand up
paddleboards (SUPs), single and double
kayaks and accessories. Rentals, lessons,
clinics and much more are available seven
days per week. Paddle up the beautiful
Anahulu River near Haleiwa’s famous
Rainbow Bridge where you will often see
honu (sea turtles) or out into Haleiwa Bay.
Blue Planet Surf’s experiences instructors
will give you guidance and help you launch
right into the river.

Their certified instructors
will introduce you to Stand Up Paddle
boarding (or kayaking) from a private
launch area, padding the river and into
Haleiwa bay in the guided tour. Tour
includes exclusive access to their pri-
vate river launch area.
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It’s tough to dispute
that the North Shore is

Oahu’s most scenic day trip.
Even it you aren’t into diehard recreation,
you’ll find ample sites cherished for their
historic significance and natural beauty. 

DILLINGHAM AIRFIELD
For arial daredevils or those who

simply prefer spectator status, Dillingham
Airfield is the springboard for exhilarating
ways to witness Oahu’s Waianae Mountains
– as well as the North Shore and Leeward
coastlines. It’s a great spot for scoping out
engine-free gliders and skydivers gently
drifting back to Earth.

Want to skydive yourself? Pacific
Skydiving Honolulu (Dillingham Airfield,
68-760 Farrington Hwy pacificskydiving-
honolulu.com) has a reputation as the best
skydiving outlet – with the best plans and
highly-experienced instructors, mechanics
and pilots. They are the only skydiving
company in Hawaii certified by the
Department of Defense and also offer addi-
tional military discounts.

WAIMEA BAY & VALLEY
In the winter, Waimea Bay is a

bustling spot for watching water enthusiasts
carve waves. During milder summer condi-
tions, it’s a popular spot for swimming, sun-
ning and SUPing. Just offshore, dozens
cling on and gawk at braver folks plunging
into the bay from the top of Jumping Rock
– timing it perfectly with the waves.

Just across from Waimea Bay is Waimea
Valley (waimeavalley.net) – a sacred histor-
ical site to share Hawaiian culture and his-
tory. Located in the heart of the North
Shore, the conservation land has hundreds
of acres for guests to roam. Stroll along the
main pathway or side trails that meander
through the botanical gardens with thou-
sands of plant species. At the end of your
journey, you will encounter the wailele, or
waterfall, where you can swim under the
natural wonder. Botanical or cultural tours
are offered on a daily basis, and there is also
a gift shop with unique treasures on site.
Ask about military discounts and special
free admission days.
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Discover all Hawaii has to offer at the North Shore Marketplace. 
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The historic Rainbow Bridge over the Anahulu River marks the northern entrance to old Haleiwa Town.
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Learn about the rich history and customs
of Polynesia through interactive games and
demonstrations, such as Tahitian spear
throwing, hula dancing and playing the
ancient disc-throwing game, lafo, in Tonga.
Luaus and a spectacular show are also
available – along with rides on the river.

HUKILAU MARKETPLACE
Hukilau Marketplace (55-370

Kamehameha Highway hukilaumarket-
place.com) brings the spirit of the 1950s
North Shore plantation-era mom-and-pop
shops back to La‘ie, Oahu. Located next to
the Polynesian Cultural Center, the
Marketplace is home to more than forty
retail vendors and eateries, including
Pounders Restaurant and Tita’s Grill,
among many loved nostalgic foods and
local goods. Check out the food trucks too!
The “everyone is family” hospitality makes
the Marketplace a must-stop. 

LAIE POINT
In a residential neighborhood

across from Laie Shopping Center, Laie
Point wows with beautiful Windward coast-
line views. You’ll spot tiny protected bird
sanctuary islands and the distinctive
Kukuihoolua sea arch that was a mere sea
cave until April 1, 1946, when a tsunami
smashed through its wall and formed the
arch visible today. 

PU‘U O MAHUKA HEIAU
STATE HISTORIC SITE

Just past Waimea Bay on Pupukea
Homestead Road (adjacent to Foodland),
this National Historic Landmark
(https://dlnr.hawaii.gov/dsp/parks/oahu/puu
-o-mahuka-heiau-state-historic-site/) fea-
tures Oahu’s largest Hawaiian haiau (tem-
ple). Constructed as early as the 1600s, the
ancient site was considered an advanta-
geous place for a chiefess to give birth. And
today, it continues to be a revered site –
with an extraordinary view of the bay
below.

POLYNESIAN 
CULTURAL CENTER

Explore the cultures of the Polynesian
islands in a day at the Polynesian Cultural
Center! Located on the North Shore in the
town of La‘ie and voted the No. 1 Visitor
Attraction in Hawaii by USA Today, the
Polynesian Cultural Center (55-360
Kamehameha Hwy polynesia.com) sits on
42 acres of tropical paradise. Discover
Polynesia’s cultural heritage by visiting the
Center’s six island villages: Hawaii, Fiji,
Aotearoa (New Zealand), Samoa, Tahiti and
Tonga.

MINGLE WITH 
MARINE MARVELS

The town of Pupukea is a North Shore
favorite for its tidepools and snorkeling in
area known as Sharks Cove. During the
winter, however, wave conditions can be
treacherous. Always consult a lifeguard and
use caution before entering the water. If you
need snorkeling gear, you’ll find rentals at
any of the mall businesses lining
Kamehameha Highway near Foodland.
Here, you can also fuel at several of the
North Shore’s famous food trucks.

Hawaii Shark Encounters (hawai-
isharkencounters.com) takes adrenaline
junkies miles offshore to face off with all
types of sharks swimming in the Pacific
waters – all from the safety of a floating
cage. Large windows let you peer into the
open ocean and watch these finned foes
glide gracefully through the deep blue.
Inspiring, invigorating and educational, this
adventure will definitely change your per-
spective on the underwater world.

GUNSTOCK RANCH
If you want to experience the North

Shore as a paniolo (Hawaiian cowboy),
Gunstock Ranch (56-250 Kamehameha
Hwy; gunstockranch.com) offers horseback
trail rides suitable for all skill levels and
exciting off-road adventures. An unforget-
table private event can be created with their
pony rides, petting zoo, and party pavilions.
Complete the experience by planting a tree
in Gunstock’s own Hawaiian Legacy
Forest. With over 600 acres of land,
Gunstock Ranch showcases a unique North
Shore experience that will be memorable
for all ages.

Hukilau Marketplace at the Polynesian Cultural Center
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HIT A HIKING TRAIL
With a relatively unspoiled valley

and beach that are magnets for hiking, snor-
keling and camping, Ahupuaa o Kahana
State Park (52-222 Kamehameha Hwy
https://dlnr.hawaii.gov/dsp/parks/oahu/ahu
puaa-o-kahana-state-park/) is one of
Hawaii’s few publicly owned ahupua’a
(ancient Hawaiian land division).

that vary in intensity. Kapaeleele
Koa/Keaniani Lookout Trail (easy to mod-
erate) is a 1.2-mile loop delivering stunning
views of Kahana Bay. The tougher Nakoa
Trail (moderate to difficult) loops through a
tropical rain forest and crosses Kahana
Stream in three spots. This trail also has
WWII military bunkers used in the training
of soldiers. Be sure to stick to the marked
trail and note that this is also a public hunt-
ing area!

And, along
Kamehameha Highway that runs adjacent
to Kaneohe Bay, the quaint towns of
Ahuimanu, Kahaluu, Waiāhole and
Waikane are to be discovered.

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CROPS TO CATTLE 
TO COZY COMMUNITY

Kaneohe means “bamboo man” in
Hawaiian, accredited to the legend of a wife
who compared her cruel husband to the
sharp edge of a bamboo knife. The Kaneohe
ahupua‘a, or district, produced an abun-
dance of agriculture for early inhabitants.
Taro, bananas, breadfruit and more were
farmed in the rich soils, and Hawaiians built
innovative fishponds along Kaneohe Bay.

After the unification of the islands and
the release of the lands from Hawaiian ali‘i
(royalty) control, the Castle family acquired
the rich soil. Harold Castle started Kaneohe
Ranch in 1917, with cattle roaming the
beautiful lands. Small plantations were
established, growing pineapples and
bananas and bringing workers from around
the world. With the boom of commercial

farming came houses, stores, and small
community centers.

In 1918, the U.S. Army began to develop
a base on the eastern side of Mōkapu
Peninsula, Fort Kuwaaohe. In 1938, the
western side of the peninsula was utilized
by the Navy. On December 7, 1941, seven
minutes before the attack on Pearl Harbor,
the Naval Air Station in Kaneohe was
attacked. In 1951, the Marines assumed
control of the peninsula, renaming the base
Marine Corps Base Hawaii in 1994.

After the end of World War II, with the
surge in demand for housing and the decline
of the Castle family’s economic stability,
the rich lands of Kaneohe began to trans-
form into residential properties. When the
Pali Highway opened in 1962, more people
moved to the windward side, creating the
cozy community of Kaneohe of today.

Nearby, Byodo-In Temple (47-200
Kahekili Hwy byodo-in.com) is a hidden
oasis within Valley of the Temples
Memorial Park. This Hawaii State
Landmark is a small-scale replica of a 950-
year-old Buddhist temple in Uji, Japan,
honoring Hawaii’s first Japanese immigrant
workers.

Going towards the North Shore on
Kamehameha Highway, you’ll discover
many more Hawaiian treasures. Shop for
tropical fruits, native plants and Hawaiian
food at roadside stands lining Kamehameha
Highway, including Waiahole Nursey and
Garden Center (48-190 Kamehameha
Highway waiaholenurserygardenandfloral-
gifts.com) and at Waiahole Poi Factory (48-
140 Kamehameha Highway waiahole-
poifactory.com). A little further up the road,
discover the treasures – and delicious
macadamia nuts and Kona coffee – at
Tropical Farms (49-227A Kamehameha
Highway macnutfarm.com).

merchants at this mall, as it always seems to
be evolving.

Windward City Shopping Center (45-480

PLAY AT THE PARK
A day can easily be spent in one of

Kaneohe’s prestigious parks – whether
walking through tropical foliage, camping,
kayaking or BBQing with friends and fami-
ly. 

In central Kaneohe, the 400-acre
Ho‘omaluhia Botanical Garden (45-680
Luluku Rd www.honolulu.gov/parks/hbg)
rests in the shadows of the Koolau

The lush scenery of Hoomaluhia Botanical Gardens spanning 400 acres is surrounded by the Koolau
Mountain Range. Visitors will require at least an hour or two, and hikers usually spend half a day here. 
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Mountains with garden sections devoted to
different types of tropical plants. Driving in
or hiking the paved path are both popular
options. Camping is also available.

Up the road from the botanical garden,
play mini golf or enjoy an epic view at Bay
View Mini-Putt and Zipline (45-285
Kaneohe Bay Dr. bayviewminiputt.com).
This is entertainment for the whole family
with 36 holes of mini golf and a 400-foot-
long zipline. Military pricing is available!

Around the other edge of Kaneohe Bay,
Heeia State Park (46-465 Kamehameha
Highway) has more panoramic views of the
bay. Guests can have a picnic in this cozy
park that has well-maintained restroom
facilities and banquet halls. Located in the
park is Holokai Kayak and Snorkel
Adventures(www.adventuretourshi.com/ho
lokai-kayak-and-snorkel-adventure), a non-
profit organization that offers eco-friendly
water sports and rentals to check out the
Bay’s spectacular reefs and stunning views.

Further away from Kaneohe’s center,
Kualoa Regional Park (49-479
Kamehameha Highway) is considered a
hidden gem on Oahu’s northeast side. This
park’s sprawling lawns with the perfect
vista of Chinaman’s Hat (Mokolii Island) is
ideal for picnics and mellow beach outings.
Adventurers can also kayak or SUP to the
famous island – or even walk there during
the low tide (but carefully plan the trip).
Scuba divers, snorkelers and spear fisher-
men also gravitate to the iconic island.
Overnight camping is available in the park
as well.

Many family-friendly restaurants are
available in Kaneohe, and diverse foods
applying chefs’ creativity curate a range of
edible options to savor.

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On the windward side of Oahu, lies
the relaxed, close-knit community
of Kailua. Surrounded by the

breathtaking Ko‘olau Mountain Range to
the west, and glistening waters with silky-
soft sandy beaches to the east, Kailua is
known for its natural beauty and outdoor
activities. Kailua also boasts a variety of
shops, schools, medical facilities, and
restaurants, including Target and Whole
Foods, along with farmers’ markets and
community events, like the annual “I Love
Kailua” town party.

Many of the nearly 40,000 residents live,
work, and play in Kailua. However, the
scenic commute to “town” (Honolulu) on
the Pali Highway is only twelve miles.
Kailua borders Kaneohe Marine Corps
Base, making it a favorite relocation spot
for military families. Celebrities can also be
spotted on Kailua’s award-winning beaches
and residing in the neighborhood.
HAWAIIAN ROYALTY TO CATTLE
TO CLOSE-KNIT COMMUNITY

Kailua means “two seas” or “two cur-
rents” in Hawaiian, alluding to the two
lagoons in the area – Kaelepulu and
Kawinui – or the two currents which run
through Kailua Bay. Hawaiians settled in
Kailua as early as 500 A.D., communally
enjoying the rich irrigated lands, the fresh-
water ponds, the cool windward breezes,
and the plentiful food provided by pristine
Kailua Bay. In 1795, King Kamehameha I
fought his famous Battle of Nu‘uanu on the
Pali cliffs to unite the Hawaiian Islands,
after which he granted Kailua lands to war-
riors and chiefs. The rich soil was used to
cultivate an abundance of agriculture –
from taro to bananas to sweet potatoes. 

While Kailua Beach is typically
tapped by numerous publications as
one of the best beaches in the world,
in 2019 it was named the best beach
in the United States by “Dr. Beach,”
Dr. Stephen P. Letherman. The beach
guru cited qualities like Kailua’s
white sands, small waves, and ameni-
ties that include picnic tables,
restrooms and showers. And it’s at
your Oahu doorstep!

BASK IN THE 
BEACHES’ GLORY

Bordered by three miles of sandy coast-
line running from the edge of Mokapu
Peninsula to Lanikai, Kailua is a world-
renowned playground for beach walking,
swimming, windsurfing, kite boarding, pad-
dling sports and picnicking. Both Kailua
and Lanikai beaches are hailed as top spots
for these addictive activities.

Locals and visitors alike enjoy Kailua’s
beaches. Kailua Beach’s 3-acre public park
makes it a favorite because of its soft white
sand, calm waters, and shallow bottom – a
perfect place for relaxation. The park has
clean restroom facilities, parking, big shade
trees and more, attracting both residents and
tourists. Nearby Lanikai Beach has many
public beach accesses, but parking on the
streets is not allowed. To get to Lanikai,

After the Great Mahele and Kuleana Act
of 1850, lands were divided and distributed
for sale and lease. Soon taro fields turned to
rice paddies, and Chinese immigrant work-
ers came to Kailua to work the land and
establish businesses. Around the turn of the
20th century, the land would once again
transform; this time the Castle family’s
Kaneohe Ranch cattle grazed the windward
side.  The Castle family held an estimated
80 percent of the property in Kailua by the
time World War II broke out. 

In 1942, Kaneohe Ranch closed, leading
to the establishment of many of the Kailua
residences and businesses seen today. And
after the completion of the Pali Highway in
1961, even more people decided to call
Kailua home, creating a close-knit commu-
nity filled with an abundance of amenities.

Kailua is full of Hawaii’s best beauty.
From turquoise waters, soft sandy beaches,
offshore islands, a saltwater wetland marsh,

KAYAK OR SUP TO THE MOKES
The small islands offshore of

Kailua Beach Park are designated bird sanc-
tuaries and called Popoia, Moku Nui and
Moku Iku; the latter two are collectively
called “The Mokes” by locals. On a calm
day, Moku Nui is just a short kayak paddle
away with sea turtles, coral reef and vibrant
fish often surrounding its edges. If you’re
lucky, you might spot humpback whales,
typically between December and April. 

Do you want to go to the Mokes via a
water adventure or experience Kailua
Beach? Kailua Beach Adventures (130 Kailua
Rd. #101b kailuabeachadventures.com) is the
place. The outfitter teaches beginning and
refresher courses for kayaking and stand up
paddle (SUP). Within walking Within walk-
ing distance of Kailua Beach Park, they also
provide rentals for kayaks as well as stand
up paddle boards (SUP), bikes, boogie
boards, surfboards and snorkel gear.

walking is suggested, and many locals
enjoy walking the loop around Lanikai in its
bike path.

Note that snorkeling is not always the
best activity in Kailua because of after-rain
water run-off from Enchanted Lake and
Kawai Nui Canal (great places to stand-up
paddleboard or SUP). Also, Kailua Beach
can have “man-o-war’ jellyfish – especially
when it is windy – so listen to reports or ask
a lifeguard because these stings are known
to shock the system.

For beach gear, Kailua has a number of
surf shops: veteran-owned, online-only
Kimo’s Surf Hut (kimossurfhut.com),
Gnarwall Surf Shop
(gnarwallsurfshop.com), HIC Hawaiian
Island Creations Kailua (hicsurf.com), and
Hawaiian WaterSports (pwhawaii.org).
Also, one of the island’s top boat suppliers,
including for kayaks, calls Kailua Home –
Windward Boats (windwardboats.com).

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HIT THE HIKES
Kailua has some of Oahu’s most

popular hikes – for both beginners and
extremely advanced levels. 

Lanikai Pillboxes Hike is a popular hike
with a steep, sometimes slippery start that
rewards hikers with spectacular views of
Kailua Bay. The hike is named after the
World War II bunkers or pillboxes scattered
atop the mountain. 382-498 Kaelepulu
Drive.

Maunawili Falls Hike starts at the inter-
section of Maunawili Road and Kelewina
Street. This is a shorter, shaded, often
muddy hike that ends with a beautiful
waterfall. Bring bug spray!

Olomana Hike is rumored as one of the
most difficult hikes on the island. Its narrow
ridge trail transgresses three high peaks.
This is an all-day hike for advanced hikers
who are not afraid of heights. 770 Auloa
Road.

KAWAI NUI MARSH
The marsh is a natural saltwater

wetland that provides a habitat for many
species of wildfire. Early Kailua inhabitants
used the marsh to farm, manage fishponds,
and pray to gods. Now, this is the largest
remaining wetland in Hawaii at 830 acres.
A walking and biking path wraps around its
edge.

If you’re into birding, grab your binocu-
lars and walk the levy running alongside the
march with an access point from Kaha Park
(Kaha Street). Kawai Nui Marsh is home
for four of Hawaii’s endangered and
endemic birds – Hawaiian Moorhen,
Hawaiian Coot, Hawaiian Stilt and
Hawaiian Duck. It’s best to go in the early
morning or in the evening since the temper-
ature can become toasty. Along with endan-
gered birds, spot native Pacific Golden
Plover, Night Heron and Ruddy Turnstone.

Listed on the national and Hawaii regis-
ters of historic places, the remains of Ulupo
Heiau are located on the east side of Kawai
Nui Marsh. When originally constructed,
the temple measured 140-feet by 180-feet,
with walls up to 30-feet high. Walking
access is from the YMCA parking lot via
Manu-Oo, Manu-Aloha and Uluoa streets
off Kailua Road (Highway 61) near Castle
Hospital.

FARMERS MARKETS
Local produce, food, desserts, spe-

cial pop-up shops, live music and fun for
the whole family: farmers markets in Kailua
are not to be missed! Always check the mar-
kets’ websites to ensure up-to-date informa-
tion and also to check out special events that
the markets might be having.

To the east of Honolulu and Kailua, rapid
residential and commercial development
has taken place. However, preservation of
the land has become a priority, and with
pristine landscapes like Sandy Beach and
Hanauma Bay, a plethora of outdoor activi-
ties exist, including hiking, biking, boating,
surfing and snorkeling. And, the perfect
place to enjoy many of these activities is
Bellows Air Force Station – an oceanside
destination for military members in
Waimanalo.

NATIVE HAWAIIANS TO CATTLE
TO MARINA COMMUNITY

Waimanalo means potable water and is
thought to be the one of the first areas
explored by Native Hawaiians. Around the
eastern-most point of Makapu‘u, the neigh-
boring town of Hawaii Kai was once called
Maunalua, referring to the two iconic
mountains of Koko Head and Koko Crater.
The early Polynesian settlers enjoyed the
bountiful fish in calm Maunalua Bay, build-
ing innovation fishponds in the water and
heiaus on the land.

After the Great Mahele land division in
1848, the Bishop Estate would acquire the
dry Maunalua land. Cows roamed the valley
for decades until the 1946 tsunami
destroyed barns, fields, houses, and more.
The land then turned to swamp and pig
farms with a strong smell to avoid. But in
1961, the visionary entrepreneur Henry
Kaiser signed a land lease with the Bishop

AND LIGHTHOUSE

Directly off Kalanianaole Highway is
Makapuu Beach, always a favorite for
advanced-level body surfing and boogie
boarding. Novices should exercise caution,

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however, as the shore break tends to pound.
Here, you’ll catch a great view of offshore
islands known as Manana (Rabbit Island)
and Kaohikaipu (Turtle Island). 

Just beyond the beach is Makapuu
Lighthouse Trail. This family and dog
friendly hiking route is completely paved
and has a moderate incline to the 647-foot
summit. See if you can spot whales from the
trail during whale season, December
through April. Even if humpbacks aren’t
spouting, it’s a postcard-perfect photo spot.

SANDY BEACH 
Between the towns of Waimanalo

and Hawaii Kai, you will discover the beau-
tiful East Oahu countryside while driving
down the highway. And, at the apex of this
drive is Sandy Beach, known as Sandy’s to
locals. From its giant lawn, you can spot
paragliders and hang gliders soaring along
the cliffside. 

Water-wise, Sandy’s is one of the island’s
hottest spots for body surfing, especially

among locals who are more familiar with
the powerful shore break and often windy
conditions; however, Sandy’s is also known
to be extremely dangerous, with many doc-
umented spinal injuries. So, beware and
exercise caution if you dare to enter the
water!

HALONA BLOWHOLE
Next to Sandy’s is Halona

Blowhole, an intriguing geographical spot
where the ocean has undercut lava rock and
drilled a hole to the top. When surf’s up,
this spot erupts big time. The lookout is
below a parking lot, with signage and heavy
railings to discourage walking to the blow-
hole – a warning that should definitely be
heeded, as the fast waters have been known
to sweep people off their feet.

From the blowhole parking lot, you can
walk down to Halona Beach, also known as
“From Here to Eternity Beach” for its
romantic scene between Bert Lancaster and
Deborah Kerr in the 1953 cinema classic.

Makapuu Point Lighthouse trail is an easy hiking route with a spectacular view.

HANAUMA BAY 
NATURE PRESERVE

Around the winding bend, you will come
to one of Oahu’s top destinations –
Hanauma Bay Nature Preserve
( h t t p s : / / w w w. h o n o l u l u . g o v / p a r k s -
hbay/home.html). Reservations must be
made ahead of time, but active duty U.S.
military members and their dependents get
free admission. The crescent-shaped bay is
best in the mornings before the parking lot
is packed. Or, if you hit it in the afternoon
when many snorkelers are calling it a day,
the lot loosens up. 

All visitors are required to view a conver-
sation video in the education center before
descending to the bay 150 feet below. A
tram operates in both directions for those
hauling gear or needing to avoid hill hiking.
Snorkel rentals, a gift shop and a concession
stand are also offered at the park.

Almost all restaurants on East Oahu have
amazing views – from the marina to the lush
mountainside.

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When military families learn they
will be living at Aliamanu, they
may be surprised that the hous-

ing is inside a volcanic crater. 
Parts of the crater held special signifi-

cance in ancient times. On the eastern rim
lies a heiau (temple) and burial terrace for
ancient Hawaiians, while on the opposite
edge is an area where the Oahu King
Kahahana hid after battle against King
Kahekili of Maui in 1783. Today, the large
circular site housing all military families is
serviced through Fort Shafter Housing.

Those living at Aliamanu find plenty to
do. You’ll find football, baseball and soccer
fields, tennis and basketball courts, and a
swimming pool. The Recreation Center fea-
tures three racquetball courts, an indoor
gym, several weight rooms, saunas and
locker room, plus on-going classes in swim-
ming and aerobics.

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When most Americans think of
Hawaii, Pearl Harbor and the
December 7, 1941 attack that

pulled the United States into World War II
comes to mind. In less than three hours on
Sunday morning, more than 2,000 Navy
and Marine service people lost their lives.

Currently, the Pearl Harbor Complex
consists of a number of commands includ-
ing Commander, Naval Base Pearl Harbor,
Naval Station, Naval Shipyard/Intermediate
Maintenance Facility, Fleet and Industrial
Supply Center, and the Naval Medical and
Dental Clinics. Just outside the base are the
headquarters of the Commander, U.S.
Pacific Fleet, Joint Intelligence Center

Detachment (PSD).

To reach Pearl Harbor from Downtown
Honolulu, take H1 West past the Daniel K.
Inouye International Airport (HNL) to the

Hickam Air Force Base is home to the
15th Air Base Wing and Pacific Air
Forces Headquarters. The installation

merged in 2010 with Naval Station Pearl
Harbor to become part of Joint Base Pearl
Harbor–Hickam. The base encompasses more
than 2,800 acres for more than 5,000 military
and 1,400 civilian personnel. There are two golf
courses on base: Mamala Bay and Par 3.
Mamala (18-hole) is considered the course of
choice by experienced players.

The base was named in honor of a pilot,
Lieutenant Colonel Horace Meek Hickam,
who was killed in an aircraft accident in
1934. Hickam shares its borders with Pearl
Harbor and the Daniel K. Inouye
International Airport (HNL). The two air-
ports comprise a single airport complex that
is operated under a joint-use agreement.

From Honolulu, take H1 West past the
airport to the “Hickam/Pearl Harbor” exit.
When the road splits, veer left for Hickam.

Camp Smith is home to the Pacific Command Headquarters Building.

High atop a ridge of the Koolau
mountains sits Camp H.M. Smith
Headquarters of the Pacific

Command (PACOM) that is responsible for
all military operations throughout the
Pacific and Indian Oceans. It also serves as
headquarters of the Fleet Marine Force,
Pacific. 

The view from Camp Smith is equally
commanding — stretching from Diamond
Head to Downtown Honolulu to Pearl
Harbor and beyond. The 224-acre site was
first intended to be used as a Naval hospital
during World War II, but the Marine Corps
acquired the area in 1955. The base was
named after General Holland M. “Howlin’
Mad” Smith, a pioneer of amphibious war-
fare and the Camp’s first commander. 

From Honolulu, take H1 West to the
H1/Highway 78 split. Follow 78 past Red
Hill to the “Halawa Stadium/Camp Smith”
exit. Make a right onto Halawa Heights
Road. Head uphill and Camp Smith will be
on your right.

LOOKING AROUND
Kaneohe Air Station was the first place

on Oahu to be bombed by the Japanese on
Dec. 7, 1941. Many of the original build-
ings are still standing. There is a memorial
marker on Kansas Tower marking the spot
of the first Japanese Zero shot down.

MCBH is an ecological treasure that
hosts ancient Hawaiian burial grounds and a
colony of red-footed booby birds above the
rifle range on Ulupau Crater. In 2014, the
base was the recipient of the Secretary of
the Navy Ecology Award for cultural
resources management.

If you’re into the environment and want
to view some of the rare species of birds
that dwell on base, check out the Nuupia
Ponds that homes the endangered Hawaiian
Stilt Bird.

At the foot of the Waianae mountain
range in central Oahu is Schofield
Barracks — the largest army base

on the island and home of the 25th Infantry
Division and 8th Theatre Sustainment
Command. The 25th Infantry Division,
which is 11,000 soldiers strong, focuses on
training for low-intensity conflict in
Australia, Japan, Korea, Thailand, and the
Philippines. The division was made famous
after relieving the Marines at Guadalcanal
in 1942, and earned the name “Tropic
Lightning” for its quick mission-readiness.

Many of the buildings along the tree-
lined streets of the base elicit a strong sense
of the past. In fact, most of the three-story
barracks were built between 1914 and 1933.
The Tropic Lightning Museum traces the
history of Schofield through three wars and
is open to the public.

To reach Schofield from Honolulu, take

H1 West to H2 North toward Wahiawa.
Drive until the freeway ends and turns into
Wilikina Road. Watch for the sign for
Schofield Barracks. The main gate, Foote
Gate, off Kunia Road is the first of three
gates. Macomb Gate and McNair Gate are
off Wilikina Road.
